"Jake has proven himself a leader
at both the state and local public
library level, which made him an
ideal fit as Indiana�s next State
Librarian,� said Robert Barcus,
ILHB President. "Given his
familiarity with State Library staff,
policies and services, the ILHB is

Speer is the 34th State Librarian
since the agency was established
in 1825. The State Librarian is
responsible for overseeing the
daily affairs of the State Library,
which include: developing and
providing library services to
Indiana citizens and state
government employees;
