The Indianapolis Benevolent Society
established the Charity Organization
Society in 1879 and kept offices in
Plymouth Church on Monument
Circle. With the Indianapolis
Benevolent Society providing the aid,
the Charity Organization Society
screened clients. 

With the height of their work being
between 1891 to 1911, the Society
focused on relief to the poor,
reducing the causes of long-term
dependency on charity, substituting
work for relief, helping their clients
avoid the abuses and fraud of charity
and encouraging thrift. During that
time, they formed sub-groups to
focus on specific areas of need, such
as: children, widows, mothers,
health, the organization of
community gardens on vacant lots,
crime reduction and money
management and savings. In 1922,
The Charity Organization Society,
Indianapolis Benevolent Society,
Children’s Aid Association and
Mother’s Aid Society merged into the
Family Welfare Society and
refocused on family problems. 

Patrons can now find materials about
the Charity Organization Society of
Indianapolis in the Indiana State
Library's digital collections. The
collection includes their 1880
constitution, their 1902 articles of
association and their annual reports,
as well as a 1905 pamphlet called
"What is the Charity Organization
Society and what is it doing?” which
details their work in the community.

Each book has a
bookplate acknowledging Seifert's
memory and the generosity of her
friends and family and the Pilcrow
Foundation.
