Learn about wild animals from
Humane Indiana Wildlife At Warsaw

for the Book on Tuesday, Aug. 2
from 7-7:45 p.m. for “An Evening
with Laird Hunt,” author of the
2021 National Book Award finalist,
“Zorrie.” This title is being featured
by both Indiana and Rhode Island
at the National Book Festival.
“Zorrie” tells the story of one
Hoosier woman’s life convulsed
and transformed by events of the
20th century, specifically the Great
Depression. Set in Clinton County,
Indiana, Zorrie is orphaned twice,
first by her parents and then her
aunt. She ekes out a living,
eventually finding work in a
radium processing plant in Illinois.
However, when Indiana calls her
home, she returns and works to
build a new life, yet again.

Participants must register online.
Registered participants will be sent
a Zoom link upon registration. The
free event will be recorded and will
be available on the Indiana State
Library’s YouTube channel in the
days following the event. This
program is eligible for one LEU for
Indiana library staff.

Hunt is the author of eight novels,
including the 2021 National Book
Award finalist “Zorrie.” He is the
winner of the Anisfield-Wolf Book
Award for Fiction, the Grand Prix
de Littérature Américaine, the
Bridge Prize and a finalist for both
the Pen/Faulkner and the Prix
Femina Étranger. His reviews and
essays have been published in the
New York Times, the Washington
Post, the Wall Street Journal, the
Daily Beast, the Guardian, the Irish
Times and the Los Angeles Times,
and his fiction and translations
have appeared in many literary
journals in the United States and
abroad. A former United Nations
press officer who was largely raised
in rural Indiana, he now lives in
Providence, Rhode Island where he
teaches in Brown University’s
Literary Arts Program.

Governor’s
appointments; new
commission and task
force

According to news from the office of
Governor Eric Holcomb, there are
several new appointments to various
board and commissions. For the
new Drainage Task Force, the
governor made seven appointments,
who will serve until Dec. 31, 2023.
The Drainage Task Force was
created this year by the Indiana
General Assembly with the passage
of Senate Bill 85.

Another newly-formed commission
is the Indiana Semiquincentennial
Commission. With Senate Bill 12,
the General Assembly established “a
commission to commemorate the
250th anniversary of the signing of
the Declaration of Independence.”
Holcomb made ten appointments to
the new commission, who will serve

CCDI Grant for
Libraries, Archives,
Museums application
period now open

The application period for the
Connecting Communities Digital
Initiative's Grant for Libraries,
Archives, Museums - administered
by the Library of Congress - is now
open. CCDI grants encourage
digital programs that add and
amplify the stories of people whose
voices have traditionally been
minimized, and innovatively
incorporate library collections. The
Grant for Libraries, Archives,
Museums provides support to
libraries, archives and museums
that use Library of Congress
materials to create projects that
center on the lives, experiences and
perspectives of Black, Indigenous,
Hispanic or Latino, Asian
American and Pacific Islander
and/or other communities of color
in the 50 U.S. states, the District of
Columbia, territories and
commonwealths.

The program is open to U.S.-based,
nonprofit libraries, archives and
museums. For 2022, the Library
intends to award three 12-month
grants of up to $50,000.
Applications are due on Sept. 30 
by 12 p.m. Eastern Time.

Presenter Joan Hostetler, director of
The Indiana Album project, will
show users how to place their
catalog records online and in
Indiana Memory, a database of the
Indiana State Library that serves as
a gateway to thousands of digitized
items from archives, libraries,
museums and cultural institutions
throughout the state. She will also
discuss the benefits of using the
online web publishing tool, settings,
creating a landing page and cost.
