47.4 percent of the civilian labor
force in 2014, according to the
2014 American Community
Survey 1-Year estimates. In social
science, 63% of the scientists are
female. The field of Pharmacy has
grown a whopping 40% in 40
years, from 12.1% of American
pharmacists who were female in
1970 to 52.6% American
pharmacists who were female in
2010, while Accounting has also
grown enormously — from 12.1%
female in 1970 to 60% female in
2010.
