On December 20, 2019, President Trump signed the Further Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2020 (Public Law 116-94), which allocated FY 2020 funding for the Recovery Housing Program.

Notice of FY2020 Allocations, Waivers, and Alternative Requirements for the Pilot Recovery Housing Program (November 25, 2020) 

These notices include program rules, waivers, and alternative requirements that apply to the $25,000,000 made available for the program by the FY2020 Appropriations Act. RHP rules fall under the umbrella of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, as modified for RHP by the Notice. 

1. RHP differs from a State’s annual CDBG program in that the scope is statewide, rather than limited to smaller cities and counties. Given greater population density and access to services, RHP activities may occur in CDBG entitlement cities and counties. There are no special requirements that apply to activities in entitlement communities

2. All RHP activities must comply with the LMI-Limited Clientele National Objective, as modified by the Notices. The Notices expand eligible categories of Limited Clientele to include persons who meet the federal poverty limits or persons who are insured by Medicaid. RHP may not be used to aid in the prevention or elimination of slums or blight or for activities designed to meet urgent needs.

3. In addition, OCRA has made programmatic changes to distinguish RHP from our regular menu of programs.

Maximum Grant Award Amount: Increased from

Activities to be funded must be for the Rehabilitation, expansion, or development of real property to preserve or expand recovery housing units.

Acquisition of Real Property - For example, a nonprofit could purchase a residential property for the purpose of building new stable, temporary housing for individuals in recovery from a substance use disorder.

Program Specific Points:

– 10 points if the applicant is a non-entitlement community.

– 10 points if the applicant has an RHP-specific planning 
document or PER dated within the last 12 months.

– 10 points for project sustainability if National Opioid 
Settlement funds are being used as a local match source.

– 10 points for beds available for pregnant women or 
women with dependent children – A maximum of 1 point 
will be awarded per new bed that is provided by the facility 
for pregnant women or women with dependent children. 

– 10 points for individuals with justice involvement - A 
maximum of 1 point will be awarded per new bed that is 
provided by the facility for persons involved in court ordered 
rehabilitation or re-entry programs.

*The RHP program will now leverage National Opioid Settlement Funds. 

The Office of Drug Prevention, Treatment, and Enforcement, in partnership with the Indiana Family and Social Services Administration - Division of Mental Health and Addiction and the Indiana Department of Health developed a framework for how the State of Indiana plans to use the state's 35% appropriation for abatement from the National Opioid Settlement with distributors McKesson, Cardinal Health and AmerisourceBergen and manufacturer Janssen Pharmaceuticals, Inc. and its parent company Johnson & Johnson. 

House Enrolled Act 1193, passed by the Indiana General Assembly and signed by Governor Eric J. Holcomb in March 2022, created a 50/50 state and local split and defined the intensity metrics on how much money each locality received. The State Budget Committee approved Indiana's plan for the 35% appropriated for abatement to the Indiana Family and Social Services Administration in December 2022. 

Local subdivisions received their first payments in December 2022. 

As part of the National Opioid Settlement, the Indiana Family and Social Services Administration – Division of Mental Health and Addiction (DMHA) is also making available a one-time funding opportunity available to local units of government to support evidence-based prevention, treatment, recovery, harm reduction, behavioral health workforce, enforcement, jail treatment, recovery residences, and other services and initiatives across the state. Respondents must provide match funds. Match funds may come from any source, including local distributions from the National Opioid Settlement, Federal American Rescue Plan (ARP) funds, local general funds, private contributions, or philanthropy dollars. The total funding amount available for Indiana’s Matching Program is $25,000,000

To determine if any duplication has or will occur, applicants who intend to use ARPA funds or other federal allocations as part of their match must complete the Duplication of Benefits form and upload it with their application. On the form, applicants will provide details on any federal stimulus funds received and their status.
