I. Welcome and Introductions

Ms. Marks called the meeting to order at 10:08 a.m.
II. Consent Agenda
a. Approval of May 30, 2007 Agenda
b. Approval of February 27, 2007 PEC Minutes
Ms. Clark moved and Ms. Mirro seconded to approve the consent agenda.  Motion passed.
III. Review & Approval of FY06-07 Phase II Capacity Building Program Interim Reports
Ms. Peterson asked the Committee to review the provided materials, from the American Cabaret Theater, Carmel Symphony Orchestra, Evansville Philharmonic Orchestra, and Indianapolis Civic Theatre.   Mr. Pas moved and Ms. Mirro moved to allow Ms. Peterson to approve the Final Grant Reports and process the final payments, reporting back to the Commission at the Quarterly Business Meeting in June.  Motion passed.  
IV. Review of FY08-09 CBP Grant Applications

Ms. Peterson reported that the budget allows for funding of three of the four applicants in this category.  The applicants include Cass County Arts Council, Pike Performing Arts Council, Dance Kaleidoscope, and Community Theatre Guild, Inc.  The Committee discussed the four applications, including which organization should not be funded.  Mr. Pas moved and Mr. Hopper seconded which three applicants to fund.  Motion passed.    

V. Ratification of FY08 Individual Artist Program
Ms. Garver reported that the budget allocation of $80,000 allows funding for the top 41 scores.  Pending an agreement with the Office of Community and Rural Affairs, the IAC could possibly fund an additional 42 applicants in this category.  A meeting on June 28 will determine if this second source of funding will be available.  Mr. Pas moved and Ms. Mirro moved to approve the top category of award recipients based on current funding, and to approve the second category of recipients contingent on receiving additional funding.  Motion passed.
VI. Ratification of FY08-09 Major Arts Institutions
Ms. Garver reported that 19 total organizations applied in the Majors category, which includes the ten current recipients and nine new organizations.  The review panel recommends 13 grant awards, which includes three new organizations added to the original ten.  Ms. Mirro moved and Ms. Clark seconded to accept these recommendations.  Motion passed.

VIII. Ratification of FY08-09 Regional Arts Partnerships

Mr. Ricci presented the proposed grant amounts for the twelve partner organizations.  With the additional of new legislative funds, the partners are all being awarded an average 14% increase in their grant amount.  Three regions house organizations now receiving funds from the Majors category rather than from their regional partner; the increase for these partners takes into consideration the funds previously granted to these organizations, which are funds now available for granting elsewhere.  Ms. Clark moved and Ms. Mirro seconded to approve these recommendations.  Motion passed.
IX. Ratification of FY08-09 Statewide Arts Service Organizations

Ms. Peterson reported that five organizations applied in this category, requesting a maximum of $10,000 for a two-year grant.  Traditional Arts Indiana and Arts Midwest are no longer applying in this grant category; they will be issued a contract instead of a grant.  Mr. Pas moved and Ms. Clark seconded to approve the amounts recommended for the five applicants.  Motion passed.
