I. Welcome and Introductions
Mr. Bodenmiller called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

II. Approval of Meeting Agenda
No quorum was available to approve the meeting agenda.

III. Approval of December 2001 Meeting Minutes
No quorum was attained, therefore, the March 15 , 2002 meeting minutes were not approved.

IV. Nominations Subcommittee Report
Ms. Ilgen presented the nominations for subcommittee leadership. The officer and at-large positions are one-year appointments. The slate for Executive Committee is as follows:

The Indiana Arts Commission will have one vacancy on June 30, 2002 when Sandy Neale's 2nd term expires. In addition, the first terms of Joan David and Louis Ortiz will end on June 30. This committee recommends that these two Commissioners be reappointed for a second 4-year term.

V. Approval of Personal Services Contract 
Ms. Ilgen touched on some information regarding the scope of service for this contract. Mr. Tuchman suggested that this item be tabled for discussion and action until the next Committee on the Future meeting.

VI. Review and Approval of FY 2003 Budgets
Ms. Ilgen presented scenarios depicting budget possibilities. The color coded charts reflected a 15% reduction in budget and a 25% reduction. Ms. Ilgen noted that all current reductions are "across the board" for all state agencies. In some other states, the state arts agency has suffered more direct and drastic cuts.

VII. Preview of FY 2004 and FY 2005 Budgets
Discussion resolved that the FY 2004 and FY2005 budgets will be similar if not less than FY 2002 appropriation net of the 7% permanent reduction.

VIII.Old Business
Ms. Ilgen briefly reviewed the Strategic Plan in its new format. She added that this will be substantially updated by the September Quarterly Business Meeting.

IX. New Business
Mr. Wilhelmus told Commissioners of the events planned for the following Quarterly Business Meeting in New Harmony, IN.

Ms. Ilgen told the committee of her meeting with a staff member of the International Trade Division of the Department of Commerce which has requested assistance in developing an exhibit of Chinese art.
