Indiana Grade A Dairy 
Tests Positive for H5N1

Quarantine is issued  for 
lactating cattle on the farm.

Owner of herd 
completes 

epidemiological 
questionnaire.

All epi-linked premises that have received 
lactating dairy cattle from this premises 
will be sampled, regardless of location in 

or out of the surveillance zone.

Disease freedom: Quarantine may 
be lifted. Response complete.

Two consecutive, 
negative weekly milk 

tests.

Confirmed

Response Surveillance: 
Dairy and Poultry 

Premises

10km Surveillance Zone 
(SZ) is established around 

the positive dairy premises

Epi-linked 
premises are 

identified.

Notification sent to all 
registered dairy and poultry 

premises within the SZ.

DairyPoultry

Testing is completed 
on all licensed Grade A 

dairy premises and 
commercial poultry 
premises in the SZ.

Herds sampled 
for H5N1 via bulk 
tank milk sample.

Flocks sampled for H5N1 via 
oropharyngeal swabs for 

gallinaceous birds and cloacal 
swabs for waterfowl species.

PositiveNegative

Initiate Response Plan for 
newly detected positive 

dairy farm.

Repeat sampling every 28 
days as long as index herd 

remains H5N1 positive.

NegativePositive

Initiate Response Plan for 
newly detected positive 

poultry farm.

Index farm 
becomes H5N1 

disease free.

Surveillance zone released. 
Response complete.
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
