Mission Statement: It is the mission of the Coalition for a Drug Free Newton County to
educate, support and promote local activities that reduce the legal and illegal use and abuse of
alcohol, tobacco and other drugs in Newton County.

History:

Newton County is located in Northwest Indiana and is bordered by Lake County to the north,
Jasper County to the east, Benton County to the south and the State of lllinois to the west.
Newton County is considered rural and has a general population of 14,014. Its primary industry is
farming and small business. Population centers are Roselawn, Lake Village, Morocco, Brook,
Goodland, and Kentland, the county seat. Newton County has no medical treatment center or
hospital within its boundaries. The county has two main highways running parallel to each other,
interstate 65 on the east border and US Hwy 41 on the west border.

The Coalition for a drug Free Newton County is entering its twenty-fifth year. The coalition
mission is to educate, support and promote local activities within the county that reduce the legal
and illegal use and abuse of alcohol, tobacco and other drugs. Since its formation, the Coalition
has held regular monthly public meetings to address community issues and solicit community
involvement in the areas of prevention/education, treatment/intervention and
enforcement/judicial programs working toward a reduction in the area of substance use and
abuse.

The Coalition serves as the recognized LCC for the Governor’s Commission for a Drug-Free
Newton County under the supervision of the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute. Our membership
and presence in the community has expanded as a result of our being awarded a Strategic
Prevention Frame-Work State Incentive grant for the Cohort Two for one year.

Each year elementary school age children are invited to participate in a tee-shirt design contest
promoting a healthy lifestyle absent alcohol, tobacco and other drugs. Each student receives the
design winning shirt to be worn during Red Ribbon Week activities, and other school/community
activities.
