MINUTES

January 15, 2020
The 2020 organizational meeting of the Clay County Redevelopment Commission was called to order by Clay County Auditor Jennifer Flater, at 6:00 p.m. Those in attendance were commission members Bill Sisson, Tom Ames, Jan Howell, Fred Nevils, and Vicki Mace. Jennifer Flater made the following record to wit:

Jennifer Flater swore in the members and administered the oath of office to CCRC members Tom Ames, Bill Sisson, Jan Howell, Fred Nevils, and Vickie Mace.

Jennifer Flater asked for nomination for President.

A motion to re-elect Tom Ames President of the CCRC was made by Bill Sisson and seconded by Vickie Mace. Motion carried 5-0.
Jennifer turned the meeting over to Tom Ames.

A motion to make Vickie Mace Vice President of the CCRC was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Bill Sisson.  Motion carried 5-0.

A motion to make Jan Howell Secretary of the CCRC was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Bill Sisson.  Motion carried 5-0.

A motion to continue to meet on the third Wednesday of each month at 6:00pm in the Commissioners Courtroom was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vicki Mace. Motion carried 5-0. Tom will notify the Brazil Times and Clay City News.

Vickie Mace led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Tom Ames. 
OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the December 18, 2019 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 5-0. 
NEW BUSINESS

Brad Emmert, with Timberman, requested a real and personal tax abatement. Brad stated they were adding a 28,800 square foot building with a cost of $400,000.00 and Equipment of $970,000.00. This will add 2 employees with the possibility of an additional 3 more employees. Lou prepared Resolution 2020-1 Real tax abatement and Resolution 2020-2 for Personal Property tax abatement.
Motion to approve Resolution 2020-1 Real tax abatement for Timberland was made by Bill Sisson and seconded by Vickie Mace. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion to approve Resolution 2020-2 Personal Property tax abatement for Timberland was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Fred Nevils. Motion carried 5-0.

Jim has been in contact with Tim Hipwell with PPG and the project is ready to move forward. PPG is currently working on an easement for the County to make CR 300 E wider. Project will consist ½ with TIF money and the other ½ Economic Development grant. There will be 3 expansions at the Industrial Park Great Dane Trailers, PPG, and Technifab. 

Jim stated Tom, Jennifer, and the Chamber of Commerce President met with a fiber optic provider discussing the possibility of adding fiber at the Industrial Park. There will be a meeting at the Chamber of Commerce Office inviting the CCRC members as well as the businesses at the Industrial Park to hear the information from the fiber optic company to discuss what all the options are.

Jim provided a summary of the 2019 projects the CCRC has assisted with.
Tom presented a claim from Lou for work on PPG abatement fee. The claim is for $2,750.00 for PPG tax abatement.

Motion to approve the claim to Cox, Zwerner, Gambill, and Sullivan for $2,750.00 for PPG tax abatement was made by Bill Sisson and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 5-0.

Tom discussed increasing Lou’s fees for abatement work for one abatement to $2,850.00 and when requesting both real and personal the fee would be $3,000.00.

Motion to approve increasing the fees was made by Bill Sisson and seconded by Vickie Mace. Motion carried 5-0.

There were no non-voting members present.

A motion to adjourn was made by Fred Nevils and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 5-0.
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
