A motion to re-elect Tom Ames President of the CCRC was made by Vickie 
Mace and seconded by Lance Hofmann. Motion carried 5-0.

A motion to make Vickie Mace Vice President of the CCRC was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Lance Hofmann.  Motion carried 5-0.

A motion to make Jan Howell Secretary of the CCRC was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Lance Hofmann.  Motion carried 5-0.

A motion to continue to meet on the third Wednesday of each month at 6:00pm in the Commissioners Courtroom was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace. Motion carried 5-0. Tom will notify the Brazil Times and Clay City News.

OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the December 16, 2020 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 5-0. 
NEW BUSINESS
Jim gave an update on the Industrial Park projects. The water project should cost somewhere between $800,000.00 to $1,000,000.00. Next step will be to get an estimate on the road cost. Jim will contact Midwestern to get quotes for the work. Jim will keep CCRC informed as new information develops.

Jim stated the Environmental Site Assessment for Phase II was completed on the Macbeth Foundry Building. Jim will keep the CCRC informed as new information develops.
Lou stated there are 2 parcels from the Blight project that remain in the CCRC name. Brazil City would like to have the parcels transferred to the City at this time. Lou prepared Resolution 2021-1 to transfer the parcels to Brazil City.

Tom presented Jim’s 2021 contract from Thrive West Central. Jim stated everything is the same except for the new name. Tom has had Eric review the contract as well.

Tom presented two claims the first is from Bakertilley for work on the IVC TIF’s for $3,750.00. The second claim is from Brazil City for $3,607.00 for assistance with the Phase II study.

Motion to approve the claims as presented was made by Fred Nevils and seconded by Lance Hofmann.  Motion carried 5-0.
