Commission was called to order by President Tom Ames, at 6:00 p.m.

Those in attendance were commission members Tom Ames, Fred Nevils, and Vickie Mace, Bill Sisson, and Jan Howell. Jennifer Flater made the following record to wit:

OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the September 18, 2019 minutes was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Bill Sisson.  Motion carried 5-0. 
NEW BUSINESS

Tim Hipwell and David Hale, with PPG were here to request a real and personal tax abatement. PPG will be adding a new $10,000,000 plant that will be 2 levels and 20,000 square feet with personal property totaling $3,600,000.00. Lou presented Resolution 2019-7 for real property and 2019-8 for personal property.

A motion to recommend Resolution 2109-7 for real property tax abatement to the Clay County Council was made by Bill Sisson and seconded by Jan Howell. Motion carried 5-0.

A motion to recommend Resolution 2109-8 for personal property tax abatement to the Clay County Council was made by Bill Sisson and seconded by Fred Nevils. Motion carried 5-0.

Jim informed the CCRC that the water and sewer project for York was proposed around $300,000.00 and actually came in at $760,000.00. After the final numbers came in the Mayor state the City could do the work for $195,000.00 and York will pay for the work instead of the TIF. 
Jim stated the CCRC needs to formally request an Economic Development Administrative Project. This could benefit all businesses in the Industrial Park. Jim said before he could submit an application the money or bonds must be in place to show the County has the 50% match available.

Tom presented a claim from Baker Tilly for $10,890.00 for the creation and work on the West State Road 40 (York) TIF to be paid from the escrow account that Lou has on file.

Motion to approve the Baker Tilly invoice for $10,890.00 to be paid by the escrow account was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Bill Sisson. Motion carried 5-0.
