OLD BUSINESS

A motion to approve the September 28, 2022 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Fred Nevils.  Motion carried 5-0. 

NEW BUSINESS
Dave Black with Hardeep and Harcharan Singh discussed a possible project at I-70/59 area Mr. Singh owns 17.5 acres on the Southeast corner. Proposed project will be a hotel, fast food restaurants, and a small strip mall for shops. Requesting information on any possible grants, abatements, or TIF would be available to assist with the cost. Hoping to start the hotel project next year. 
Jim gave updates on the site visits and the Industrial Park Project.  Everything is now done except a few minor items. The road looks great and the water tower is complete.
Jim stated the PDF site visit went very well and is going to be a huge expansion with the possibility of adding another building.

Jim discussed the possibility of working with the school and manufacturers for a proposed training program for those students who do not wish to go to a four year college. Will need to set up a meeting to discuss the logistics of the program would work. 
Jim said the engineering study at I-70/59 is not complete yet as there is discussion on how many gallons of water is running thru. Once the study is complete they can determine what all projects could be done with new water/sewer system.
Tom presented four invoices as follows: 1. Jim for $1,549.80 for his monthly payment per the new contract. 2. Brazil City Utility for $121,785.63, for the Industrial Park Project. 3. Conexco for $ 56,000.00 and $ 259,844.40 for roadwork at the Industrial Park.
