MINUTES

October 21, 2020
Commission was called to order by President Tom Ames, at 6:00 p.m.

Those in attendance were commission members Tom Ames, Fred Nevils, Vickie Mace, Lance Hofmann, and Jan Howell. Amy Adams non-voting member was present.  Jennifer Flater made the following record to wit:

Vickie Mace led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Tom Ames. 
OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the September 16, 2020 minutes was made by JanHowell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 5-0. 
NEW BUSINESS
Tom read a letter received by Jennifer Flater stating Clay County did not receive the COVID EDA grant. The CCRC can submit for the normal 50/50 grant. A few modifications should be made before we resubmit. 
Tom stated the PPG project is hold at this time and they are seeking a new director of development. 

Tom stated there are improvements needed at the I-70/59 EDA for the sewer lines. First there would need to be an engineering study to determine what all needs to be done. Also will need to determine how this project would be funded.

Lou discussed the possibility of Clay County entering into a Regional Development Authority. VIGO created one 5 years ago and has added Vermillion and Sullivan Counties. There are several concerns if Clay County is added and how it will affect future grant requests. If a county joins there is a 4 year agreement. A county can opt to not renew with a written notice given 6 months in advance. Currently there are to be 5 members to the board. It is unknown if the group truly understands who all is a part of the region as Cities inside of the County are also a member. That being said with the Counties and Cites currently in the region there are 8 or 9 members and only 5 board members. Therefore some Counties or Cities would not have representation. 
Tom presented a claim from Lou for work on project pyramid for $4,814.10.
Motion to approve the claim from Cox, Zwerner, Gambill, and Sullivan for $ 4,814.10 was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Jan Howell. Motion carried 5-0.
