MINUTES

March 17, 2021
Commission was called to order by President Tom Ames, at 6:00 p.m.

Those in attendance were commission members Tom Ames, Fred Nevils, Vickie Mace, Lance Hofmann, and Jan Howell. Jennifer Flater made the following record to wit:

Vickie Mace led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Tom Ames. 
OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the February 17, 2021 minutes was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Fred Nevils.  Motion carried 5-0. 
NEW BUSINESS
Lou presented Resolution 2021-2 for PPG Real Property Tax Abatement and Resolution 2021-3 for PPG Personal Property Tax Abatement. PPG has paid the fee to the Auditor’s office. PPG is looking to add $10,466,512 for real property and $3,600,000 for personal property equipment. Tim Hipwell participated on the conference phone to answer any questions the CCRC had.
Motion to make a favorable recommendation to the Clay County Council for Resolutions 2021-2 and 2021-3 as presented was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Fred Nevils. Motion carried 5-0.

Lou presented the CCRC with Resolution 2021-4 Preliminary Bond Resolution of the Clay County Redevelopment Commission. Lou explained how this process works and how it will affect the County if PPG did not go ahead with the proposed project. The request is for PPG to guarantee a portion of the bond payment in the event they do not proceed to ensure the County is not responsible if there were a shortfall for the bond payment. The original request was for PPG to buy the bond and they refused. 
Motion to approve Resolutions 2021-4 as presented was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace. Motion carried 5-0.
Lou presented a Road Maintenance Agreement with Brazil City which stated the City is responsible for the roads west of Brazil. This is the roads the CCRC assisted with TIF dollars a few years ago. This states the CCRC will have no responsibility for the roads. 
Motion to approve the Road Maintenance Agreement with Brazil City as presented was made by Lance Hofmann and seconded by Fred Nevils.  Motion carried 5-0.

There were no non-voting members present.
