Vickie Mace led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Tom Ames. 
Tom opened the Public hearing to consider Additional Appropriation of the Clay County Redevelopment Commission for City of Brazil at 6:04pm.
No public was present so the hearing was closed.

Tom opened the 2nd Public hearing at 6:06pm to consider Amending the North Central TIF and Southwestern Economic Development Areas. No public was present so the hearing was closed.

OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the March 18, 2020 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 4-0. 
NEW BUSINESS

Traci Orman presented Resolution 2020-5 Appropriation Resolution of the Clay County Redevelopment Commission and Resolution 2020-6 Confirming a Resolution (I) Amending the Economic Development Plan for the City of Brazil, Indiana Southwestern Economic Development Area and (II) Amending the Economic Development Plan for the City of Brazil, Indiana North Central Economic Development Area.
A motion to approve Resolution 2020-5 Appropriation Resolution of the Clay County Redevelopment Commission was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 4-0.

A motion to approve Resolution 2020-6 Confirming a Resolution (I) Amending the Economic Development Plan for the City of Brazil, Indiana Southwestern Economic Development Area and (II) Amending the Economic Development Plan for the City of Brazil, Indiana North Central Economic Development Area was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Jan Howell.  Motion carried 4-0. 

Jason Semler, with Bakertilly presented the TIF allocation report to the CCRC. Jason stated all the TIF’s are moving along with the anticipated revenues as projected. 

Traci Orman presented Resolution 2020-7 Concerning Notice Pursuant to I.C. 36-7-14-39(b)(4) Due June 15, 2020. This states there is no excess assessed value in the economic development areas. Traci will mail the signed letter out to all the taxing units.

Motion to approve Resolution 2020-7 was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Fred Nevils. Motion carried 4-0.

Jim discussed the EDA funding opportunity related to COVID-19. There will be $225,000,000.00 for the 6 state region with a guarantee of $400,000.00 coming to West Central District over the next 2 years. Clay County has 2 possible projects that would qualify for the funding (PPG project and one in the Southern part of Clay County). EDA is now requesting County and Cities to be co-applicants and both are on board with working together.
Jim stated Buddy Raderstorf is starting a new business Capable Concepts with possibility of 3 employees to start. Buddy is hoping to purchase the Old Brazil Times building to move business into. Buddy may be requesting a personal property tax abatement at the June meeting.
Tom presented a claim from Lou for $3,000.00 for Timberland abatements.
Motion to approve the claim for Cox, Zwerner, Gambill, and Sullivan totaling $3,000.00 was made by Fred Nevils and seconded by Vickie Mace. Motion carried 4-0.
