MINUTES

June 16, 2021
Commission was called to order by President Tom Ames, at 6:00 p.m.

Those in attendance were commission members Tom Ames, Fred Nevils, Vickie Mace, Lance Hofmann, and Jan Howell. Jennifer Flater made the following record to wit:

Vickie Mace led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Tom Ames. 
OLD BUSINESS
A motion to approve the May 19, 2021 minutes was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Fred Nevils.  Motion carried 5-0. 
NEW BUSINESS
Jim asked the CCRC to consider establishing a new Economic Development Area to encompass the new Powder Coat Plant. The TIF revenue’s would help pay for road construction and improvements. If this TIF were to go forward there would be the possibility of developing a new Industrial Park in the area.
Jim discussed the READI Project and stated it does not appear to be something we can qualify for. If any new information develops Jim will notify the CCRC.

Jim discussed the sewer project at I-70/59 and presented 2 projects. There is Phase I that will cost approximately $1.7 million and Phase II with an estimated cost of $5.5 million. There are some funding options available and it may be beneficial to combine the projects which could in turn save some money. Jim stated the next step will be to meet with Brazil City personal and get estimates of the actual cost. Jim will keep the CCRC informed as new information develops. 

Tom presented a claim from Lou for $3,000.00 for PPG Real and Personal Tax Abatements.
Motion to approve invoice for Cox, Zwerner, Gambill, and Sullivan for $3,000.00 was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Lance Hofmann. Motion carried 5-0.
