NEW BUSINESS

Lou discussed York Reimbursement and Escrow Agreements and how they would work. York would deposit $25,000.00 into an escrow account with Cox, Zwerner, Gambill, and Sullivan. If a bond is issued York will deposit an additional $50,000.00 in the escrow account.
Motion to authorize the President of CCRC to sign the reimbursement and escrow agreements for York was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Fred Nevils. Motion carried 4-0.  

Jim gave an update on PPG expansion proposed project. PPG is still planning on building an expansion approximately 20,000 square feet with a cost of 13 to 14 million. If project goes forward PPG is willing to sign a reimbursement agreement. Jim will keep CCRC apprised as he has new information on other possibilities.
Tom Ames presented 4 claims from Lou for work on TIF’s and misc. totaling $1,634.70. 1. IVC TIF for $674.70, 2. Downtown North Central for $292.50, 3. Southwest TIF for $180.00, and 4. Misc. for $487.50. 
Motion to approve all 4 claims as presented for a total of $1,634.70 was made by Vickie Mace and seconded by Jan Howell. Motion carried 4-0.
