OLD BUSINESS

A motion to approve the June 15, 2022 minutes was made by Jan Howell and seconded by Vickie Mace.  Motion carried 5-0. 

NEW BUSINESS
Tom met with the Mayor and the City of Brazil would like for the CCRC to consider assisting with the cost of some paving and reconstruction from the North Central TIF.  As more information develops this can be discussed further.

Bryan Allender said the meeting went very well for the MI R/R/W. Bryan will speak with the landowner next week to see if the family is still willing to sell the property. Also will verify that there are no more environmental steps to be taken before property can be acquired. 
Jim stated they had a meeting with some people about the housing market. The problem is the building material cost are so high no one wants to build. With the cost being so high to consider an apartment complex would be difficult as well as the rent would be too high for this area. General consensus is to wait until cost go down.

Bryan gave a brief update on the Industrial Park project and said PPG building is coming along well. The water tower is now in place. Bryan stated the issue with the road has been addressed and Duke has moved the utility pole. At this time things are moving in the right direction just a little slower than anticipated.
