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The Grant County Health Department has reported 9 confirmed cases of COVID-19 in Grant County

The Indiana State Department of Health (ISDH) has identified 2,565 total presumptive positive cases of COVID-19
and 65 deaths and 14,375 tests in the state since Friday, March 6.
