NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Howard County Council hercby authorizes the immediate
transfer of such funds as are necessary from the County rainy day fund to those appropriated accounts that require
additional emergency appropriations before year end to bring those accounts to a zero balance for the calendar
year-cnd financial reporting. Actual dollar amounts will be determined as of December 31, 2023, and reported at
the March 2024 Council meeting.
