BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Martin County Board of Commissioners
hereby requires that counsel for Martin County Indiana shall provide advice to the Board of
Commissioners that any such expenditure has a legitimate governmental purpose and is in fact

acceptable during the emergency declaration.

This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption.
