
THE MARTIN COUNTY COUNCIL 

SPECIAL MEETING

March 3, 2014
MINUTES

The Martin County Council convened in special session Monday, March 3, 2014, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Councilmen present were C. Richard Summers, Randy Wininger, Floyd L. Hawkins, Warren D. Albright, J. Keith Gibson and Councilwomen M. Lynn Gee and Barbara McFeaters. President Summers called the meeting to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 6:00pm.
The minutes from the special meeting held February 3, 2014 were approved as submitted with the motion made by Councilwoman Gee and seconded by Councilman Wininger.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 
Judge Lynne Ellis distributed information concerning a new copy machine in her office. The current copy machine is in need of repair but they no longer make parts for it.   She received quotes for a color and black/white copy machine from Hoosier Business Machines. Hoosier Business Machine is responsible for all copy machine and printer maintenance in the Courthouse.  Councilwoman Gee made a motion to approve purchase of a Kyocera black and white copier and the transfer of $7,340 from Cumulative Capital Development, Other Services & Charges, Courthouse Improvements to Cumulative Capital Development, Capital Outlay, Equipment.  Councilman Albright made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed. 

Council Albright made a motion to sell the new County Plat Books for $20.  Councilman Gibson made the second.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  Assessor McGuire agreed to purchase the Plat Books from the Plat Book Fund and the funds will be receipted back in to fund when books are purchased.   The Plat Books include Daviess and Martin Counties.  The Plat Books can be purchased at the Martin County Auditor’s Office.  
Councilman Hawkins, along with Mayor Noel Harty, came before the Council seeking Economic Development Income Tax (EDIT) funds for the replacement of the City of Loogootee Pool.  District 3 Commissioner Dan Gregory was unable to attend but sent a letter of support.  Councilman Hawkins explained that in 2008 the Council agreed to have the Commissioner use 25% of the EDIT funds in each of their Districts for Economic Development projects and the remaining 25% be used at the Council’s discretion.  A spreadsheet was submitted by Commissioner Gregory with the breakdown of costs.  The total projected cost of the pool is $550,000.   The County would be responsible for $100,000 in 2014 and an additional $39,400 annually for the next 5 years. The County currently has $271,000 available for use this year.    Several members of the City of Loogootee Park Board spoke in favor of the City Pool and using County EDIT funds.  Auditor Roush noted that financial concerns such as repair expenses for the Security Center and the possibility of the Business Personal Property Tax elimination.  Once the Council is aware of these pending expenses a better decision can be made on funds available.  
The Council agreed to schedule a work session with the Commissioners and all department heads for Monday, March 17 at 6pm.  This work session will include discussion on employee wages and the use of County EDIT funds for the Loogootee City Pool.  
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:40 pm with a motion made by Councilman Gibson and seconded by Councilwoman Gee.   All were in favor and the motion passed.  
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
