BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
REGULAR MEETING

June 25, 2024
MINUTES

The Martin County Commissioners convened in a regular session on Tuesday, June 25, 2024, in the Commissioners’ Room at the Courthouse located at 129 Main Street, Shoals, Indiana.  Commissioners present were President Paul R. George, Commissioner Aaron Summers, and Commissioner Cody Roush.  Also present was Auditor Michelle Norris.
The meeting was called to order with the Pledge to the Flag at 9:00 am.  The minutes from the regular meeting of June 11, 2024, were approved with a motion made by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, the motion passed.  
The Claims and Allowances were approved with the motion by Commissioner Roush, seconded by Commissioner Summers.  All in favor, the motion passed.  
RE: HIGHWAY UPDATES

Highway Superintendent Scott Seals stated CCMG roads are being treated all over the County and are currently in Mitcheltree Township.  Superintendent Seals stated a grader, brush cutter, and dump truck are currently down for repairs.  Superintendent Seals stated the department is mowing and getting ready for the Catfish Festival.  Superintendent Seals stated they are also out patching holes and doing durapatching.  President George asked Superintendent Seals to add Clark Cemetery Road to the list of roads that need potholes repaired.  

Superintendent Seals asked the Commissioners since the Courthouse is closed on July 5th, which falls on Friday and the Highway Department does not work Fridays, if the department could instead have a floating holiday.  The Commissioners stated in the past, if the holiday falls on a Friday the Highway Department has been able to take a floating holiday and that could also be done for July 5th.

Highway Administrative Assistant Theresa Ray stated on July 9th bids for bridge inspection proposals are due to the Commissioners.  President George asked when the determination is due back to the State.  Administrative Assistant Ray stated the recommendation will be due back to the State by the end of July.  
RE: EMA UPDATES


EMA Director Monty Wolf stated EMA helped Loogootee Fire Department with a live burn on Sunday which was training for new firefighters in the County.  Director Wolf stated both brush trucks were down, one has been repaired and the other a carburetor has been replaced and needs to be looked at again.  Director Wolf stated they are having problems with the AC and defrost in the tanker and that will also need to be repaired.  Director Wolf stated the LEPC meeting was held yesterday, and a director’s meeting will be held next month in Knox County.  Director Wolf stated the department assisted with traffic at Summerfest in Loogootee and will be helping with traffic during the Catfish Festival parade at Shoals.  
RE: AUDITOR UPDATES


Auditor Michelle Norris stated she received a request from the State Comptroller’s office for covered bridge certification.  Auditor Norris stated even though Martin County does not have any covered bridges in the County, the State Comptroller is asking for certification the number is zero.  The Commissioners signed the letter certifying there were no covered bridges in the County.


Auditor Norris stated settlement was distributed into townships/city/towns bank accounts today.  The process went smoothly this year due to help from the property tax vendor, X-Soft.  President George stated the State Board of Accounts will be at the Courthouse tomorrow for the entrance conference to start the yearly ARPA audit.  

RE: OLD COURTHOUSE RECORDS & HINDONSTAN SHELTERHOUSE


Commissioner Roush stated he spoke to Bill Greene regarding removing records from the old courthouse, currently the location of the Historical Society.  Commissioner Roush stated since there is now a building to put the records, those need to be moved.  Commissioner Roush stated he has spoken to Sheriff Greene and the Sheriff has stated he can provide labor for moving the books.  


Commissioner Roush stated the Alliance had a meeting yesterday and they are expecting to take bids on the construction of the Hindostan shelter house in about two weeks.  The Alliance would like to get the shelter house completed before Hindostan Days.
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:14 am with a motion made by Commissioner Summers, seconded by Commissioner Roush.  All in favor, motion passed.  The next Commissioner meeting will be held Tuesday, July 9, 2024 @ 5:30 pm.  
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
