Splash Pad Facility/Shelter #10 Renters

1. Rental time is for (3) hours.

2. Clean up after your party.  Bring trash bags.  Take your trash bags home with you.

3. Pick up facility key (1) week prior to rental at Monroe County Parks & Recreation office.
4. Facility key will only open east Splash Pad gate, near shelter #10.  
5. After rental, place facility key in yellow box, attached to fence, near shelter#10.
6. Facility rented sign will be posted, but no park staff will be on site.
7. It is the renter’s responsibility to only allow persons in the Splash Pad facility                     from the rental party.  

8. Shut & latch Splash Pad gate behind you and keep an adult near by to supervise the gate.
KARST SPLASH PAD RULES

For HEALTH and SAFETY reasons, children under 3 years old shall not use the Splash Pad water features.  The water features were designed for use by persons who are at least (3) years old.

Children under (14) years of age shall not use the Splash Pad unless accompanied by an adult. 

Do not sit on or put your eye in contact with a ground geyser, drain, and spray device.
Do not use the Splash Pad in bad weather. 
Do not drink the Splash Pad water.  
Do not sit a lawn chair on a spray device. Lawn chairs are allowed under canopies.       
No running, rough play, spitting, spouting of water, blowing the nose and similar behavior.
No smoking, alcoholic beverages, glass containers, tents, silly string and water balloons.
No food and no animals allowed inside the Splash Pad fence.   
No athletic cleats. Clean gym shoes, water shoes and bare feet are permitted.
Wash your hands after using the restroom.                                                                
All diaper-using persons shall use plastic pants with tight fitting elastic at the legs & waist, or swim diapers. Do not change diapers at the Splash Pad.  Diaper changing table available in the family restroom.

Anyone who has or has had diarrhea in the past two (2) weeks shall not use the Splash Pad. 

Anyone who has bandaged areas, open blisters, cuts, or scrapes, is advised not to use the Splash Pad. 
Park wheelchairs may be used in the water spray features. 
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
