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BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
March 6™, 2023

CALL TO ORDER: The Parke County Board of Commissioners convened in a regular meeting at
4:00 p.m. on Monday, March 6%, 2023, having adjourned from a regular meeting on Monday,
February 22th, 2023.

ROLL CALL: Members present were Jim Meece, President; Dan R Collom, First Vice President;
Bruce Hartman, Second Vice President; Mary Anne Wood, Auditor; Susan Kramer 1% Deputy
Auditor; Nick Sauter was absent. Also present were John Martin, Daniel Trueblood, Joyce Friend,
Randy Friend, Randy Norman, Paul Robbins, Jason Frazier and Cyndi Todd

MINUTES: Minutes were tabled for approval until Monday, March 20", 2023.

PAYROLL: County payroll in the amount of $238,245.56 was approved for release on Monday,
February 27", 2023 on a motion made by Dan Collom. Bruce Hartman seconded the motion and it
carried unanimously. Dan Collom made a motion acknowledging receipt of the Payroll Claims
Accounts Payable Report in the amount of $65,957.88.

e Randy reported the replacement of large pipe on 900 South, road closure was already posted

e Commissioner Jim Meece received call from Chris Kelly; 15 ton of gravel dumped around
Ferndale Road, Highway Dept might be able to utilize on the weather damaged road in the area.

e Commissioner Jim Meece was interviewed by WTHI Channel 10 News regarding road conditions
on Marshall Road. Jim Meece was able to report that the Highway Department had completed
the repairs on Monday, March 6™, 2023.

e Commissioners were contacted regarding 800 & Coal Bluff Road. It needs to be determined if this
road is owned by the county or if it has been deemed abandoned or vacated. Would like further
review by Nick Sauter as to the County’s responsibility when roads have been abandoned or
