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Hoosier Prairie Deer Hunt 2023

There will be a drawing held at the LaSalle Fish & Wildlife Area check station on Sept. 16 at 10
a.m. CT for deer hunting on a part of Hoosier Prairie Nature Preserve in Schererville, IN. This
hunt is archery only. Hunters must shoot an antlerless deer prior to harvesting an antlered deer.
The hunt period will be from Nov. 1-30. Hunters will draw for (6) five-day hunt periods with a
maximum of four hunters per period. Hunters with Deer Reduction Zone Licenses and Lifetime

Licenses will be given preference. All hunters must have their deer hunting licenses on the day
of the draw.
