 Furbearer hunting & trapping hours:   

Hunting/Running – noon of first day to noon of last day.  Trapping – 8 a.m. of first day to noon of last day.   
 *There is a seasonal bag limit of 2 river otters per person; there are no daily bag or possession limits for the other 

species named above.   
 *See Hunting and Trapping Guide for counties open to river otter trapping. Season may close earlier if statewide quota

 Turkey hunting hours: ½ hour before sunrise to sunset. 
 * See Hunting and Trapping Guide for counties open to fall turkey hunting.  No more than one bird of either sex may 

be taken in the fall turkey season, regardless of equipment.  A separate turkey license is needed for the spring and fall 
turkey season.

 All harvested deer and turkey must be checked within 48 hours of harvest at an official deer or turkey check station or
