Description: This preserve contains an old second growth mesic upland forest dominated by beech, maple, 
oak, hickory. It is part of the Maplewood Nature Center property, and adjoins the ACRES Land Trust’s 
Maplewood Preserve. A small “sugar bush” for the production of maple syrup and sugar is operated on the 
property.
