Submit: This is a review page for the application. If you have everything completed, you
will be able to Submit Application.

If you need to edit your application, this is the last chance to edit anything. After you pay
for the application you can no longer access the application to upload any additional
documentation. If you no longer wish to submit your application, click Remove at the
bottom of the page.

Click the brown button that says ‘Make Payment’.

Click the circle next to the application(s) you are paying for, and then click ‘Start
Payment Transaction’.

You will now be redirected to the NIC payment portal. Please fill out the payment
information.

Click Next.

Click box under Refund Policy.

Click Submit.

You will then be redirected back to LVIS.
