WAIVER SERVICES:
An array of home and community-based services that promote community living for Medicaid beneficiaries. Waiver services complement and/or 

supplement the services that are available through the Medicaid state plan and other federal, state and local public programs as well as the supports that 
families and communities provide to individuals. Waiver services are the payer of last resort. For more information, see the DDRS HCBS Waivers Module.
