by identifying those items, which will not be reimbursed by CSHCS.

410 IAC 3.2-7-2(h) – The CSHCN program shall not pay for over-the-counter drugs, 

medications, or supplies.  … 

 

Policy:  While CSHCS may cover services, which may not be obtained through other 

private, local, state or federal health care programs, the following items and/or 

services will not be reimbursed by CSHCS.  Exceptions to this Policy require 

approval by the Best Practices Committee, the Medical Consultant (physician) 

or the Program Director.
