CATEGORIES
ART

Entrants in the Art Category are free to use any medium (ink, paint, pencil, crayon,
etc.). All submitted work must: (1) Have dimensions of no larger than 12 inches by 18
inches, (2) not be computer generated artwork, and (3) not be three-dimensional. In
order to have their work accepted for judging, students must type or hand write a
brief statement (on a seperate sheet of paper) explaining their illustration.

Projects will not be returned.

WRITING

All entrants in the Writing Category must submit one original piece, no more than 500
words, focused on the contest theme. Entries must be typed or hand written, but
must be legible. lllegible submissions will be disqualified. Pages must be single-sided
with the student’s name appearing on the back sheet.

MIXED MEDIA

All entrants in the Mixed Media Category must submit one piece consisting of an
original song, skit, video, photo montage, or other mixed media project. Submissions
must not exceed 5 minutes in total length and can be submitted using YouTube,
PowerPoint, Prezi, or another pre-approved platform. Acceptable audio and video
formats are MP3, MP4, Avi, and mov. Electronic files must be accessible in Microsoft

Windows. PRIZE

One overall winner will be selected. The winner will be invited to the 25th Annual Dr.
Martin Luther King, Jr. Indiana Holiday Celebration at the Indiana Statehouse on
January 14, 2016. At the program, the winner will receive the Passing the Torch award
from Indiana Governor Mike Pence (or his designee) and a $500.00 college scholarship
to be used at any institution of higher education.
