LETTER OF INTENT: CHANGE IN AUTHORIZER REQUEST

A charter school currently operating in the state of Indiana may apply to the Indiana Charter School Board (“ICSB”) for a change in authorizer request. The school must complete and submit this Letter of Intent form, including all attachments, prior to submitting an application to the ICSB.

Note: While submission of the Letter of Intent (“LOI”) does not obligate the school to submit an application to the ICSB, schools should be advised that the name of any entity that submits an LOI will be posted on the ICSB website. In addition, the LOI is subject to Indiana’s Public Access Laws, including public records requests.

Required Attachments to Letter of Intent for Change in Authorizer Requests
The ICSB is committed to authorizing high-performing charter schools.  Therefore, only those applicants that can demonstrate strong academic standing, fiscal responsibility, and charter compliance are likely to receive approval for a change in authorizer request.

In addition to completing the information request form above, a charter school that would like to change authorizers must submit the following two attachments to the ICSB by the LOI deadline:
1. Board Letter: A letter, signed by the charter school board, that includes or addresses the following information:
· Brief explanation for why the charter school board would like to change authorizers.
· Brief statement verifying that the school is in good academic standing, as illustrated by Indiana state assessment proficiency results, and/or academic growth or improvement results. 
· Brief statement verifying that the school is in stable financial health, and also in good financial standing with the outgoing authorizer.
· Brief statement verifying that the school has a history of compliance with all applicable laws and its current charter.
NOTE: This letter should not exceed three (3) pages in length.

2. Mutual Agreement to Terminate or Not Renew a Charter Agreement: The outgoing authorizer and the charter school’s board must both submit statements to the ICSB with their intent to terminate or not renew the charter school contract.  This could be a joint letter or two separate letters from both entities, but in either case any letter must be signed and dated by the responsible parties.
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
