Notice of Commissioner’s Order for BP Products North America, Inc. – Whiting Business Unit (BP) of Whiting, Indiana: Approval

In accordance with IC 4-21.5-3-7 and IC 13-14-8-8, the Indiana Department of Environmental Management (IDEM) has issued a decision granting a variance to BP Products North America, Inc. – Whiting Business Unit (BP) of Whiting, Indiana from 326 IAC 6.8-2-6 and 326 IAC 6.8-6-3.  


In accordance with IC 13-14-1-9 and IC 13-14-2-1, the Commissioner of the IDEM has issued an Order concerning alternative PM10 emission limits pursuant to 326 IAC 6.8-1-2(i) and 326 IAC 6.8-1-5. 
The basis for these decisions is set forth in the attached documents. Pursuant to IC 4-21.5-3, the variance and Commissioner’s Order are effective eighteen (18) calendar days from the mailing of this notice.    

If you wish to challenge either decision, IC 4-21.5-3-7 requires that you file a petition for administrative review.  This petition may include a request for a stay of effectiveness and must be submitted to the Office of Environmental Adjudication, Indiana Government Center North, 100 North Senate Avenue, Room 1049, Indianapolis, IN 46204, within eighteen calendar days of the mailing of this notice.  The filing of a petition for administrative review is complete on the earliest of the following dates that apply to the filing:
(1) the date the document is delivered to the Office of Environmental Adjudication (OEA);

(2) the date of the postmark on the envelope containing the document, if the document is mailed to OEA by U.S. mail; or

(3) the date on which the document is deposited with a private carrier, as shown by receipt issued by the carrier, if the document is sent to the OEA by private carrier.

The petition must include facts demonstrating that you are either the applicant, a person aggrieved or adversely affected by the decision or otherwise entitled to review by law.  Please identify the order which you seek review by order number, name of the applicant, location, date of this notice, and all of the following:

(1) the name and address of the person making the request;

(2) the interest of the person making the request;

(3) identification of any persons represented by the person making the request;

(4) the reasons, with particularity, for the request;
(5) the issues, with particularity, proposed for consideration at any hearing; and

(6) identification of the terms and conditions which, in the judgment of the person making the request, would be appropriate in the case in question to satisfy the requirements of the law governing documents of the type issued by the Commissioner.
