DIGEST

Amends 25 IAC 6 relating to rules governing Executive Branch Lobbying. The amendments will include, but may not be limited to, establishing an initial $50.00 registration fee, add a $50.00 annual report filing fee, a late fee for filing; and an annual registration requirement.  The amendments will further add an explicit exception for licenses and permits; expand the exception relating to gathering bid and procurement information; add “date of contact” as reportable information; further define “Compensation”; and accurately reflect ethics rules for classes of persons prohibited from lobbying.

FISCAL IMPACT ANALYSIS ON STATE AND LOCAL GOVERNMENTS

Calculation of estimated fiscal impact on state and local government:  

Effective Date of the Rule:  January 1, 2008
Sources of Revenue Affected:   No sources of revenue will be affected as the fees and fines generated by the change in the rule will revert to the general fund. 
Identification of Appropriations Affected:  No appropriations will be affected as the fees and fines generated by the change in the rule will revert to the general fund.
Estimated Increase/Decrease in Revenues/Expenditures:  No increase or decrease in revenues or expenditures will result as the fees and fines generated by the change in the rule will revert to the general fund. 
Assumptions Used:   This rule applies to individuals who lobby executive branch agencies on behalf of clients, for the purpose of influencing the outcome of a rulemaking or a contract award.   “Executive branch agencies” do not include local government entities or municipal corporations.   Thus, there is no impact at all on local governments.  Additionally, the Indiana Department of Administration would charge the fees or fines in question and those fees would revert to the general fund.  The cost of administering the program is included in the standard Indiana Department of Administration budget.   There is no special fund center designated by statute to account for these funds.
