Our initial session will familiarize you with the Indiana
PTAC's offerings, help you determine if you want to pursue government contracting and begin crafting a
personalized government marketing strategy.

Bid-matching Service - Indiana PTAC can automatically match your company’s product and/or service with
daily bid notices that show you exactly what the government is buying or planning to buy.

Subcontracting Assistance - The Indiana PTAC can help identify subcontracting opportunities with major
prime contractors, particularly those located here in Indiana.

Workshops and Events - Indiana PTAC holds numerous training events and workshops throughout the
year to help you better understand the contracting process.

Assistance with Certifications and Registrations - Indiana PTAC can help you through the complex maze
of registrations that are essential to doing business with the government.

Phase 1 Matching Funds - Through our partnership with the Indiana
Economic Development Corporation (IEDC) and Elevate Ventures, Hoosier
companies interested in Phase | matching awards from the State of Indiana
can access an additional 50 cents for every federal dollar, up to $50,000
per award. Note: Additional investment opportunities for select Phase Il
recipients may also be available.
