consulting firm that has experience with writing
successful U.S. EPA grant proposals. Be sure to
check the firm’s references and talk with past
clients who received grant funding. Also, stay
involved in the grant writing process and read
through your final proposal well in advance of
U.S. EPA’s proposal deadline. For information
on how to select an environmental consulting
firm, please visit the Resources area of the TAB
Web page (Www.engg.ksu.edu/CHSR/outreach/taby).

The key is to start early. The earlier that you
form partnerships and seek assistance, the more
likely you are to be successful in receiving fund-
ing.

Please be aware that U.S. EPA requires ARC
grant applicants to obtain an acknowledgement
letter from the Indiana Department of Environ-
mental Management. An acknowledgement letter
request form is available on the Indiana Brown-
fields Program’s Web site at http://mww.in.gov/ifa/
brownfields/filessEPA Grant__Ltr Request 09.doc.

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Trails and Parks Initiative success

With the help of the Indiana Brownfields Pro-
gram’s Trails and Parks Initiative (TPI), Hoosiers are
enjoying two new trails in Indiana. Opening ceremo-
nies were recently held to celebrate completed trail
segments in Bloomington and New Albany. TPI was
used to perform environmental assessment activities
at the trail sites before they were constructed.

New Albany’s ribbon-cutting ceremony for the
Scribner Place segment of the Ohio River Greenway
Project was held in May. A two-mile portion of the
trail in New Albany and segments in Jeffersonville
and Clarksville are now complete. When required
match funding is secured for the federal stimulus
funding that has been set aside for the project, con-
struction will begin on a seven-mile riverfront multi-
use path that will connect the three segments. Pedes-
trians and cyclists will then be able to travel the seven
-mile river corridor from New Albany, through
Clarksville, Jeffersonville, and across the Big Four
Bridge to Louisville, Kentucky.

The grand opening of the first phase of the B-Line
Trail in Bloomington was held in June. The B-Line
Trail project was highlighted in the April 2009 issue
of the Brownfields Bulletin, available on the Web at
www.in.gov/ifa/brownfields/files/

The Indiana Brownfields Program has provided
environmental site assessments for nine sites under
TPI, which is funded by U.S. Environmental Protec-
tion Agency brownfield assessment grant funding and
state matching funds. With approximately one year
left in the grant period, less than one-third of the
original funding is still available for assessment ac-
tivities. Applicants are encouraged to submit applica-
tions as soon as possible to ensure consideration for
the remaining funds.

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The role of regional planning
organizations in brownfield
redevelopment

Regional planning commissions (RPCs), eco-
nomic development districts (EDDs), regional plan-
ning organizations (RPOs), metropolitan planning
organizations (MPQOs) — they have a variety of
names, but are all examples of organizations that
conduct regional planning and can help local gov-
ernments with community development, economic
development, housing, transportation planning,
technical assistance, and other specialized pro-
grams such as environmental programs, mapping,
and grants management. In Indiana, regional plan-
ning organizations have been very successful at
obtaining U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(U.S. EPA) brownfield grants, performing brown-
field inventory activities, and providing technical
assistance to local governments as they address
brownfield redevelopment projects.

In Indiana, there are 13 regional planning or-
ganizations that serve the local governments in
their jurisdictions. They each offer a unique combi-
nation of services and expertise, and most can help
their members with grant writing and grant admini-
stration. Working with an RPO could be a great
opportunity for communities that lack the capacity
or the expertise to tackle brownfield redevelopment
challenges alone.
