PROJECT LOCATION

The project is located in Porter County, Center Township, Valparaiso 24k USGS Quadrangle,
Township 35 N, Range 6 W, and Section 26.See Figure Amd-1.

PROJECT PURPOSE AND NEED

This is an addendum to the Elden Kuehl Pollution Control Facility Expansion and Sturdy
Road Lift Station Replacement Project. On September 15, 2025, it became apparent to
Valparaiso City Utilities (VCU) that the main influent gravity sanitary sewer to the Horse
Prairie Lift station had collapsed. The Horse Prairie Lift station is the largest sewage lift
station and the respective sewer that was compromised accommodates the largest sewer
flows in the city. Shortly after this sewer line was repaired, another upstream location within
this same sewer network collapsed on November 6, 2025. It was apparent that this situation
was an emergency that needed to be rectified quickly to prevent interruption of service to the
City's east side sewer watershed and to prevent sewage overflows into Salt Creek.

In order to prevent overflows, an extensive emergency sewer bypass pumping setup was
implemented to bypass sewer flows around the sewer affected by the collapse. The project
included coring a new hole into the Horse Prairie Lift Station wet well and running a new
gravity sewer northward to a new manhole then westward to connect into the existing
upstream manhole. For the subsequent sewer collapse, a new gravity sewer replacement was
required and designed due to the condition of the sewer. The design included the installation
of a new manhole at the existing connection, routing the new gravity sewer main southwest
and west towards the existing manhole on Horse Prairie.

ESTIMATED PROJECT COSTS, AFFORDABILITY, AND FUNDING

The total cost of this project is estimated to be approximately $935,200. The City of
Valparaiso intends to finance the project with funds from an existing loan from the Clean
Water SRF Loan Program.

ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACTS OF THE FEASIBLE ALTERNATIVES

The environmental impacts will be minimal. All project activities will take place in areas
previously disturbed by the installation of the existing stone driveway. The proposed project
will not affect streams, floodplains, wetlands, wooded areas, or other sensitive environmental
resources and will not convert prime farmland.
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Construction and operation of the project will not alter, demolish or remove historic
properties. If any visual or audible impacts to historic properties occur, they will be
temporary and will not alter the characteristics that qualify such properties for inclusion in or
eligibility for the National Register of Historic Places. The SRF’s finding pursuant to Section
106 of the National Preservation Act is: “no historic properties affected.”

VI PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

A properly noticed public hearing was held on May 9, 2023, at 5 pm at the Valparaiso City
Utilities Board of Directors meeting located at 205 Billings Street, Valparaiso, IN 46383.
There were no questions on this project during the hearing. No written comments were
received in the 5-day period following the hearing for this project.
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
