Shelter Plus Care (S+C) Program 

                                                             ___   (Hereafter referred to as “Contracting Agency) has issued this S+C Rental Assistance Program (RAP) to the Tenant identified above who is eligible to participate in the S+C Program.  Under this program, the Contracting Agency makes monthly payments to a Landlord on behalf of an eligible Tenant.  The Tenant selects a decent, safe and sanitary dwelling unit and the Contracting Agency makes payment to the Landlord to help the Tenant afford the rent.

When the Contracting Agency issues this S+C RAP, it fully expects to have money available to provide assistance.  However, THE CONTRACTING Agency is under no obligation to the Tenant or the Landlord or any other party until the Contracting Agency has approved the unit and entered into an Agreement with the Landlord.  
2. KEY STEPS IN USING THIS S+C Rental Assistance program (RAP)
A. The Tenant must select a rental unit within the limits of the S+C Program jurisdiction and that meets the program’s housing quality standards and has a reasonable rent.  When the Tenant finds a suitable unit, the Tenant must give the Contracting Agency a “Request for Unit Approval” form, signed by the Landlord and also provide a copy of the Landlord’s Lease. 

B. The Tenant has 60 days to use the S+C RAP.  If a Request for Unit Approval has not been submitted by the expiration date shown above, the S+C RAP will expire unless the Contracting Agency approves an extension.

C. After the Contracting Agency receives the Request for Unit Approval, the unit will be inspected and the Contracting Agency will review the Landlord’s lease.  If the unit and the rent for the unit meet the program’s standards the Contracting Agency will notify the Landlord and the Tenant that it has approved the unit.  

i. If the unit or lease cannot be approved, the Contracting Agency will give the Landlord an opportunity to correct the problem, or the Tenant can begin to look for another unit with the assistance of the Contracting Agency.

D. The Contracting Agency will work with the Landlord and the Tenant to execute all of the necessary documents:

i. The Landlord and the Tenant must sign a Contracting Agency approved lease.

ii. The Landlord and the Contracting Agency must sign a Rental Assistance Payment (RAP) Contract.

iii. Once all necessary documents have been signed and the Tenant moves into the unit, payments to the Landlord will begin.

3. SECURITY DEPOSITS

The Tenant or Contracting Agency will pay a security deposit to the Landlord, consistent with local market practices.  When the Tenant moves out, any reimbursements of the deposit that are due from the Landlord under State and local law will be paid to the Tenant/Contracting Agency.
4. TENANT AND CONTRACTING AGENCY SHARE OF THE RENT

A. The portion of the rent payable by the Tenant to the Landlord (“tenant’s share”) is calculated based upon the Tenant’s ability to pay.  The Tenant must provide the Contracting Agency with information about income, assets, and other family circumstances that affect the amount the Tenant will pay.  The Tenant’s Share may change as a result of changes in income or other family circumstances.  

Each month, the Contracting Agency will make a rental payment to the Landlord on behalf of the Tenant.  The monthly payment will be equal to the difference between the approved rent the Landlord is charging and the Tenant’s share of the rent.  (See Rental Assistance Payment Contract with Landlord to see the amount the Contracting Agency will pay to landlord.)
5. REQUIREMENTS FOR PARTICIPATING TENANTS
The Household must:

   A.  Tenant must be eligible for S+C rental assistance under all program guidelines and provide necessary documentation establishing eligibility. 

   B. Supply information about the Family’s income, assets and other family circumstances that affect eligibility and the amount of the Tenant’s share and cooperate fully with annual and interim re-certifications. 

    C. Allow a designee of the Contracting Agency to inspect the unit at reasonable times and after giving reasonable notice.

    D. Notify the Contracting Agency when requesting permission for any additional persons move in or out of the unit and before vacating the dwelling unit.

    E. Use the dwelling unit as the Family’s principal place of residence and solely as a residence for the Family.

 
     F.  Not sublease or assign the lease.

6. LENGTH OF ASSISTANCE
Assistance under the S+C Program is not guaranteed. Assistance may be terminated if the client does not follow the requirements of the program agreement with the Contracting Agency. 
The Contracting Agency will give the Tenant at least thirty (30) day’s notice of termination of assistance.

7. EQUAL HOUSING OPPORTUNITY

If a Tenant has reason to believe that he/she has been discriminated against on the basis of age, race, color, creed, religion, sex, handicap, national origin or familial status, the Tenant may file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). HUD has set up a “hot line” to answer questions and take complaints about Fair Housing and Equal Opportunity.  The toll-free number is 1-800-424-8590.

A. Purpose of Addendum: The Lease for the above referenced unit(s) is being amended to include the provisions of this Addendum because the Contract Agency has been approved to supply supportive services and housing under the Shelter Plus Care Program (the “S+C Program”), a Federal grant program authorized by the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act (the McKinney-Vento Act) (42 USC 11381-11389).

B. Purpose of Addendum:  Under the S+C, a rental Assistance program (RAP),      _________________________________ (hereafter referred to as Contracting Agency) will make monthly payments to the Landlord on behalf of the Tenant.

C. The parties have signed the lease on the condition that the Contracting Agency and Landlord will promptly execute a Rental Assistance Payment (“RAP”) Contract.  This Lease shall not become effective unless the RAP Contract has been executed by both the Landlord and the Contracting Agency effective the first day of the term of the Lease.

D. Conflict with Other Provisions of the Lease:  In case of any conflict between the provisions of this Addendum and other sections of the Lease, the provisions of this Addendum shall prevail.

E.  Terms of the Lease:  The term shall begin on      ______________ (date) and shall continue until (1) the Lease is terminated by the Landlord in accordance with applicable State and local Tenant/Landlord laws, or (2) the Lease is terminated by the Tenant in accordance with the Lease or by mutual agreement during the term of the Lease.    

F. Rental Assistance Payment:  During term period of the lease, each month the Contracting Agency will make a rental assistance payment to the Landlord on behalf of the Tenant family.  This payment shall be credited by the Landlord toward the monthly rent payable by the tenant.  The Tenant shall pay the balance of the monthly rent. 

G. Security Deposit:  

1. (Tenant / Contracting Agency) has deposited $      __________with the Landlord as a Security Deposit.  The Landlord will hold this security deposit during the period the Tenant occupied the dwelling unit under the lease. J. Housing Habitability Standards:  The Landlord shall maintain the dwelling unit, common areas, equipment, facilities, and appliances in decent, safe, and sanitary condition (in compliance with 24 CFR Part 574, B574.310 (b), B882.404(c)(3); and CPD-94-05).
K. Termination of Tenancy:  The Landlord may not terminate the tenancy or refuse to renew the lease of a tenant of rental housing assisted with RAP funds except for serious or repeated violations of the terms and conditions of the lease; for violation of applicable Federal, State or local law; for completion of the tenancy period under the lease or for other good cause.  To terminate or refuse to renew tenancy, the owner must serve written notice upon the tenant specifying the grounds for the action at least thirty (30) days before the termination of the tenancy. The Landlord must notify the Contracting Agency in writing when eviction proceedings are begun.  This may be done by providing the Contracting Agency with a copy of the required notice to the Tenant. 

L. Prohibited Lease Provisions: Any provision of the Lease that falls within the classifications below shall not apply and may not be enforced by the Landlord.

1. Agreement to be sued:  Agreement by the Tenant to be sued, to admit guilt or to a judgment in favor of the landlord in a lawsuit brought in connection with the Lease.

2. Treatment of Property:  Agreement by the Tenant that the Landlord may take or hold the Tenant’s property, or may sell such property without notice to the Tenant and a court decision on the rights of the parties.  This prohibition, however, does not apply to an agreement by the tenant concerning disposition of personal property remaining in the housing unit after the tenant has moved out of the unit.  The owner may dispose of this personal property in accordance with the State law.

3. Excusing the Landlord from Responsibility:  Agreement by the Tenant not to hold the Landlord or Landlord’s agent legally responsible for any action or failure to act, whether intentional or negligent.

4. Waiver of Legal Notice:  Agreement by the Tenant that the Landlord may institute a lawsuit without notice to the Tenant.
5. Waiver of Legal Proceedings:  Agreement by the Tenant that the Landlord may evict the Tenant or household members (i) without instituting a civil court proceeding in which the Tenant has the opportunity to present a defense, or (ii) before a court decision on the rights of the parties.

6. Waiver of Jury Trial:  Agreement by the Tenant to waive any right to a trial by jury.
7. Waiver of Right to Appeal Court Decision:  Agreement by the Tenant to waive the tenant’s right to appeal, or to otherwise challenge in court, a court decision in connection with the lease.
8. Tenant Chargeable with Cost of Legal Actions Regardless of Outcome:  Agreement by the Tenant to pay lawyer’s fees or other legal costs even if the Tenant wins in a court proceeding by the owner against the Tenant.  The Tenant, however, may be obligated to pay costs if the tenant loses.

M. Non-discrimination:  The Landlord shall not discriminate against the Tenant in the provision of services, or in any other manner, on the grounds of age, race, color, creed, religion, sex, handicap, national origin, or familial status.

This IHCDA Rental Program Contract (“Contract”) is entered into between      ___________________ (Hereafter referred to as “Contracting Agency”) and the above referenced Landlord.  This Contract applies only to the Tenants and the dwelling units identified above. 
A. TERMS OF THE CONTRACT

1. The term of this Contract shall begin on      ___________ (Enter Date) and end no later than      ___________(Enter Date).  The Contract automatically ends on the last day of the term of the Lease.

B. SECURITY DEPOSIT

1. Landlord will hold this security deposit during the period the Tenant occupies the dwelling unit under the Lease.  The Landlord shall comply with State and local laws regarding interest payments on security deposits. 

2. After the Tenant has moved from the dwelling unit, the Landlord may, subject to State and local law, use the security deposit, including any interest on the deposit, as reimbursement for rent or any other amounts payable by the Tenant under the Lease. C. RENT AND AMOUNTS PAYABLE BY TENANT AND CONTRACTING AGENCY
1. Initial Rent:  The initial rent payable to the Landlord for the first payment of the contract is      ____________.

Rent Adjustments:  With no less than 60 days notice to the Tenant and the Contracting Agency, the Landlord may propose a reasonable adjustment to be effective no earlier than the 13th month of this contract.  Either the Tenant or the Contracting Agency may reject the proposed rent.  The Tenant may reject the proposed rent by providing the Landlord with a 30-days written notice or intent to vacate.  If the Contracting Agency rejects the proposed rent, the Contracting Agency must give both the Tenant and the Landlord 30 days notice of intent to terminate the Contract.

3. Tenant Share of the Rent:  Initially, and until such time as both the Landlord and the Tenant are notified by the Contracting Agency, the Tenant’s share of the rent shall be      _____________.

4. Contracting Agency Share of the Rent “Rental Assistance Payment (“RAP”): Initially, and until such time as both the Landlord and the Tenant are notified by the Contracting Agency, the Contracting Agency’s share of the rent shall be $     ______________per month.  Neither the Contracting Agency nor HUD assumes any obligation for the Tenant’s rent or for payment of any claim by the Landlord against the Tenant.  The Contracting Agency’s obligation is limited to making rental payments on behalf of the Tenant in accordance with this Contract.

5. Payment Conditions:  The right of the Landlord to receive payments under this Contract shall be subject to compliance with all of the provisions of the Contract.  The Landlord shall be paid under this Contract on or about the first day of the month for which the payment is due.  The Landlord agrees that the endorsement on the check shall be conclusive evidence that the Landlord received the full amount due for the month, and shall be a certification that:

a. The Contract unit is in decent, safe, and sanitary condition and that the Landlord is providing the services, maintenance and utilities agreed to in the Lease.

b. The Contract unit is leased to and occupied by the Tenant named above in this Contract.

c. The Landlord has not received and will not receive any payments as rent for the Contract unit other than those identified in this Contract.

d. To the best of the Landlord’s knowledge, the unit is used solely as the Tenant’s principal place of residence.

D. HOUSING QUALITY STANDARDS AND LANDLORD PROVIDED SERVICES

1. The Landlord agrees to maintain and operate the Contract unit and related facilities to provide decent, safe and sanitary housing in accordance with 24 CFR Section 882.109 including all of the services, maintenance and utilities agreed to in the Lease. 

2. The Contracting Agency shall have the right to inspect the Contract Unit and related facilities at least annually and at such other times as may be necessary to assure that the unit is in decent, safe, and sanitary condition and that required maintenance, services, and utilities are provided.

3. If the Contracting Agency determines that the Landlord is not meeting these obligations, the Contracting Agency shall have the right even if the Tenant continues in occupancy, to terminate payment of the Contracting Agency’s share of the rent and/or terminate the Contract.

E. TERMINATION OF TENANCY

1. The Landlord may evict the Tenant following applicable State and local laws.  The Landlord must notify the Contracting Agency in writing when eviction proceedings are begun.  The Landlord will provide the Contracting Agency with a copy of the required notice to the tenant.  

F. FAIR HOUSING REQUIREMENTS

1. Non-discrimination:  The Landlord shall not, in the provision of services or in any other manner, discriminate against any person on the grounds of age, race, color, creed, religion, sex, handicap, national origin, or familial status.  The obligation of the Landlord to comply with Fair Housing Requirements insures to the benefit of the United States of America, the Department of Housing and Urban Development, and the Contracting Agency, any of which shall be entitled to involve any of the remedies available by law to redress any breach or to compel compliance by the Landlord.

2. Cooperation in Quality Opportunity Compliance Reviews:  The Landlord shall comply with the Contracting Agency and with HUD in conducting compliance reviews and complaint investigations pursuant to all applicable civil rights statues, Executive Orders and all related rules and regulations.  

G. CONTRACTING AGENCY AND HUD ACCESS TO LANDLORD RECORDS

1. The Landlord shall provide any information pertinent to this Contract which the Contracting Agency or HUD may reasonably require.

2. The Landlord shall permit the Contracting Agency or HUD or any of their authorized representatives to have access to the premises for the purposes of audit and examination and to have access to any books, documents, papers, and records of the Landlord to the extent necessary to determine compliance with this Contract.
H. RIGHTS OF CONTRACTING AGENCY IF LANDLORD BREACHES CONTRACT

1. Any of the following shall constitute a breach of the Contract:

a. If the Landlord has violated any obligation under this Contract or

b. If the Landlord has demonstrated any intention to violate any obligation under this Contract.

c. If the Landlord has committed any fraud or made any false statement in connection with the Contract, or has committed fraud or made any false statement in connection with any Federal housing assistance program.

2. The Contracting Agency’s right and remedies under the Contract includes recovery of overpayments, termination or reduction of payments and termination of the Contract.  If the Contracting Agency determines that a breach has occurred, the Contracting Agency may exercise any of its rights or remedies under the Contract.  The Contracting Agency shall notify the Landlord in writing of such determination including a brief statement of the reasons for the determination.  The notice by the Contracting Agency to the Landlord may require the Landlord to take corrective action by a time prescribed in the notice.

3. Any remedies employed by the Contracting Agency in accordance with this Contract shall be effective as provided in a written notice by the Contracting Agency to the Landlord.  The Contracting Agency exercise or non-exercise of any remedy shall not constitute a waiver of the right to exercise that or any other right or remedy at any time.

I. CONTRACTING AGENCY RELATION TO THIRD PARTIES

1. The Contracting Agency does not assume any responsibility for or liability to any person injured as a result of the Landlord’s action or failure to act in connection with the implementation of this Contract or as a result of any other action or failure to act by the Landlord.

2. The Landlord is not the agent of the Contracting Agency and this Contract does not create any relationship between the Contracting Agency and any lender to the Landlord or any suppliers, employees, contractors or subcontractors used by the Landlord in connection with this Contract. 

3. Nothing in this Contract shall be construed as creating any right of the Tenant or a third-party (other than HUD) to enforce any provision of this Contract or to asset any claim against HUD, the Contracting Agency, or the Landlord under this Contract.

J. CONFLICT OF INTEREST PROVISIONS

No employee of the Contracting Agency who formulates policy or influences decisions with respect to the Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program and no public official or member of a governing body or State or local legislator who exercise his/her functions or responsibilities with respect to the Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program shall have any direct or indirect interest during this person’s tenure or for one year thereafter, in this contract or in any proceeds or benefits arising from the Contract or to any benefits which may arise from it.

K. TRANSFER OF THE CONTRACT

The Landlord shall not transfer in any form this Contract without the prior written consent of the Contracting Agency. The Contracting Agency shall give its consent to a transfer if the transferee agrees in writing (in a form acceptable to the Contracting Agency) to comply with all terms and conditions of this Contract. 
L. ENTIRE AGREEMENT: INTERPRETATION

1. This Contract contains the entire agreement between the Landlord and the Contracting Agency.  No changes in this Contract shall be made except in writing signed by both the Landlord and the Contracting Agency.

2. The Contract shall be interpreted and implemented in accordance with HUD requirements.

M. WARRANTY OF LEGAL CAPACITY AND CONDITION OF UNIT

1. The Landlord warrants (1) the unit is in decent, safe, and sanitary condition as defined in 24 CFR Section 982.409 and that the Landlord has the legal right to lease the dwelling unit covered by this Contract during the Contract term.

2. The party, if any, executing this Contract on behalf of the Landlord hereby warrants that authorization has been given by the Landlord to execute it on behalf of the Landlord.
