The Senior Instructor program is a two week course taught only one time a year. It is designed for the instructor who wants to further their instructor career and it is designed to allow the instructor to have an easier time progressing toward Master Instructor.

The first week is designed to build on the basic instructor course, giving more in depth training in lesson plan and objective development. The senior Instructor class will also provide generalist instructors classes in writing, using the APA style of citing works, and building on the skills of instructional design.

The first week will use a variety of training methodologies of which you will participate in group and individual assignments. You will be required to develop a complete lesson plan and objectives from a topic that is given you when you arrive on Monday morning of the first week. You will also have a intermediate PowerPoint class so you can hone skills learned from your own experiences with PowerPoint. 

The second week will be given parallel to a basic instructor development course. On the Monday morning of the second week you will be assigned a couple of basic instructor students. With this you will be evaluated as their week progresses and how you have interacted with the new instructors assisting them in lesson plan and objective development along with any problem areas they may have. 

During this second week you will also be exposed to several new classes that will also build on the basic instructor generalist class. During this week you will evaluate the basic instructor development class 10 minute and 50 minute presentation.

Also you will present your lesson plan, objectives and PowerPoint presentation during this second week. 

The two week class is not consecutive but is designed to have a week or two in between so you will have time to work on the presentation and any other homework assignments that will be given.

To be honest this is an intense and highly time demanding course. It will be highly recommended you plan to stay at the ILEA during those two weeks so you have access to staff instructors, and the Learning Resource Center. You will also have to be available to the basic instructor student you were assigned to incase of questions or assistance in lesson plan development.

All of this class will prepare you to go back to your agency with enhanced instructional knowledge to assist other instructors; it will identify the importance of keeping good lesson plans as during the class there will be a mock trial where you will have to defend your, training, record keeping and lesson plan development.

The Senior Instructor Program is considered an excellent step for those instructors with ambitions to become a Master Instructor and is highly recommended by the Master Instructor Board Members. 

All in all it will be an experience that will better you the instructor and your agency.
