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between all build alternatives. No new right-of-way will be required along I-465.  
 

MAP-21 incorporated changes to improve innovation and efficiency in the development of 
projects, including provisions “designed to improve efficiency in project delivery, broadening the 
ability for States to acquire or preserve right-of-way for a transportation facility prior to 
completion of the review process required under the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 
(NEPA), providing for a demonstration program to streamline the relocation process by permitting 
a lump sum payment for the acquisition and relocation if elected by the displaced person, 
enhancing contracting efficiencies, and encouraging the use of innovative technologies and 
practices.”  Under MAP-21 regulations, advanced acquisition of right-of-way is possible and is a 
prudent and responsible option for this project.   

 

Therefore, INDOT is proposing to complete advanced acquisition of properties from willing 
owners.  The advanced acquisition has independent utility and will not cause any adverse 
environmental impacts.  No construction will occur until the EA is finalized, a Finding of No 
Significant Impact (FONSI) is issued, and all applicable permits are obtained.  The location of the 
required permanent and temporary right-of-way is shown in Appendices A-2 to A-37 and E-5 to 
E-38.  

 

The Clear Path 465 project is currently included in Indiana’s Statewide Transportation 
Improvement Program (STIP) for fiscal years 2018-2021 (Appendix D-1 and D-2). The proposed 
project is located within the geographic limits of a metropolitan planning organization (MPO), the 
Indianapolis Metropolitan Planning Organization (IMPO). This project is included in the 2018-
2021 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for IMPO (Appendices D-3 to D-8).  Des. Nos. 
have recently been created for the currently anticipated bridges and culverts associated with the 
job (see Appendices E-1 and E-2), and overall costs are currently being updated.  The estimated 
costs for right-of-way acquisition is approximately $12,900,000.  The final estimated project costs 
will be updated in the STIP and TIP and included in the EA. 
 
The preferred alternative will meet the purpose and need of the project by utilizing MAP-21 
regulations to keep the project on schedule.  Under MAP-21 regulations, advance acquisition of 
right-of-way from these sites is possible and is a prudent and reasonable option at these specific 
locations where right-of-way acquisition is certain to occur. The advance acquisition of right-of-
way from these isolated properties has independent utility, will not cause any adverse 
environmental impacts, and will not limit the choice of reasonable alternatives or prevent an 
impartial decision between alternatives. The purchase of right-of-way within these proposed 
advance acquisition sites in no way restricts the federal agency from moving forward with any 
build alternative. 

Other Alternatives 
Considered: 

Alternative A:  Do Nothing (No Build) 
The “Do Nothing” alternative would have no Project cost and no environmental impacts.   
However, this alternative would not address the capacity and safety issues along theses sections of 
I-465 and I-69, which will continue to worsen.  Thus, the “Do Nothing” alternative was dismissed 
because it does not meet the purpose and need of the Clear Path 465 project. 

No Advanced Acquisition 

This alternative would construct the preferred alternative, following the completion of the EA and 
issuance of the FONSI, without utilizing the allowable advanced acquisition of right-of-way per 
MAP-21 regulations.  This alternative would substantially lengthen the timeline required for 
construction of the project and affect the project schedule.  The capacity and safety issues along 
these sections of I-465 and I-69 would continue to worsen and affect the public for an extended 
period of time.  Therefore, this alternative was dismissed.   

Project Termini: On I-465 from the White River Bridge (approximately 2.4 miles west of I-69) to the Fall Creek 
Road Bridge (approximately 2.15 miles south of I-69), and on I-69 between I-465 and 82nd Street.

Public involvement for the Clear Path 465 project is ongoing.  Notice of Entry (NOE) letters were mailed 
out to potentially affected property owners on August 31, 2016, September 7, 2017, and September 11, 
2017.  Community Advisory Committee (CAC) meetings were held on August 16, 2017 and May 9, 2018 
at Heritage Christian School in Indianapolis.  During the CAC, project team members met with individual 
stakeholders to provide input and facilitate discussion during project development. A public open house 
was held on August 23, 3017 at Heritage Christian School to solicit input from the public on the three 
build alternatives.  As the NEPA process progresses, additional public involvement will occur, including: 
Traffic Management Plan (TMP) meetings, kitchen table meetings, noise meetings with residents 
determined to benefit from construction of noise barriers, and a public hearing.    
 
This project is a buy and hold for right-of-way only.  All parcels will remain in their current state until the 
EA is finalized, the FONSI is issued, and all applicable permits are obtained.  Therefore, no additional 
public involvement is required as part of this advanced acquisition of right-of-way.

A Waters of the 
US Determination Report was completed on May 30, 2018 by Parsons.  Final approval is pending.  The 
United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) and the Indiana Department of Environmental 
Management (IDEM) reviewed the project area on August 23, 2018 to determine the jurisdictional status 
of the resources identified.

(32,327 linear feet).  Of these, forty-one wetlands (5.526 acres and 8,980 linear feet) are likely waters of 
the U.S., and the remaining seventy-seven wetlands (4.749 acres and 23,347 linear feet) are likely waters 
of the state.

The project is located along urbanized sections 
of I-465 and I-69, with land use within the vicinity of the project consisting primarily of residential and 
commercial properties.  There is a 16.3-acre block of forested area located northwest of the I-465/I-69 
interchange. Additionally, there are strips of wooded land within existing right-of-way along the White 
River floodplain and I-465.

The Clear Path 465 project is located in Marion County, outside of the designated karst area of the state as 
identified in the October 13, 1993 Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between INDOT, the Indiana 
Department of Natural Resources (IDNR), IDEM, and the United States Fish and Wildlife Service 
(USFWS).  No karst features are mapped within the project limits and no resources were identified by 
appropriately trained Parsons personnel during the 2017 and 2018 field checks. Furthermore, this project is 
a buy and hold for right-of-way only.  All parcels will remain in their current state until the EA is finalized, 
the FONSI is issued, and all applicable permits are obtained.  Therefore, no construction will occur until 
that time, and no karst features will be impacted as part of this advanced acquisition of right-of-way.

The project is within the range of the federally endangered Indiana Bat (IBat), Myotis sodalis, and the 
federally threatened northern long-eared bat (NLEB), Myotis septentrionalis.  A Red Flag Investigation 
(RFI) was prepared by Parsons and preliminarily approved by INDOT on May 18, 2017.  The RFI did not 
identify known hibernacula or capture records within the project limits.  However, riparian corridors along 
the rivers, streams, and forested area potentially contain bat habitat.  An inquiry using the USFWS 
Information for Planning and Consultation (IPaC) website did not indicate the presence of the federally 
endangered rusty patched bumble bee (Bombus affinis) within the project area. 
 
IDNR and USFWS were coordinated with, and both agencies attended a Resource Agency Meeting 
(RAM) held on November 14, 2017.  IDNR responded to the RAM on November 17, 2017 and identified 
Fort Harrison State Park and the Bluffs of Fall Creek Nature Preserve as high quality natural communities 
near the project area.  No endangered, threatened, or rare species were identified in their review of the 
Natural Heritage Program’s database.  USFWS coordination is ongoing.  Due to construction impacts 
beyond 300 feet from the roadway, it is anticipated that the project will require standard, non-
programmatic consultation. 
 
This project is a buy and hold for right-of-way only.  All parcels will remain in their current state until the 
EA is finalized, the FONSI is issued, and all applicable permits are obtained.  Therefore, no construction 
will occur until that time, and no threatened or endangered species will be impacted as part of this 
advanced acquisition of right-of-way.

The Clear Path 465 project is not located within the St. Joseph Aquifer System, the only legally designated 
sole source aquifer in Indiana.  As design and NEPA progresses, impacts to drinking water resources will 
be evaluated and addressed in the EA.
