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US 50-North Vernon Bypass Project Public Involvement Plan

The Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT), in partnership with the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA), has initiated the US 50-North Vernon Bypass Project to study
determine the feasibility of transportation needs/improvements of the US 50 corridor in Jennings
and a portion of Jackson County, Indiana. This document outlines the public involvement
program, which is intended to foster communication between the project team, interested
agencies, communities, groups, and individual residents. The goal of the program is to
disseminate information about the project and to gather questions, concerns, and ideas from
those potentially affected by it. By bringing issues and concerns to the surface throughout the
process, the project team can better shape alternatives to address community needs and avoid,
minimize, or mitigate potential impacts of the project.

This Public Involvement Plan (PIP) has been developed to ensure that affected parties are
informed of the project, its potential effects, and given the opportunity to provide input. The PIP
conforms to Federal and State laws regarding activities to be conducted during the project and
the guidelines set forth in INDOT’s Public Involvement Manual, most recently updated in March
2009. The sections below describe the methods and techniques to be utilized to ensure that
project stakeholders are included appropriately in the Project Development Process.

PROJECT OVERVIEW

INDOT has identified capacity and safety deficiencies in and around the City of North Vernon
and along the US 50 corridor from US 31 in Jackson County to Butlerville in Jennings County.

The study area begins near the eastern corporate limits of Seymour in Jackson County and
encompasses the City of North Vernon and the surrounding area in Jennings County. The study
area, shown in Figure 1, has been defined broadly at this early stage to ensure that relevant
social, economic, and environmental resources are identified and can be addressed in the
evaluation of all reasonable alternatives.

Parsons was retained by INDOT to complete the environmental and preliminary design
processes in accordance with INDOT's Project Development Process (PDP). If a build
alternative is advanced into final design and construction, this PIP will be updated to include
appropriate public involvement activities for those stages.

TEAM LEADERSHIP/DECISION MAKING STRUCTURE

The project is being led by INDOT with support from Parsons and HNTB. The following
individuals are responsible for the project and its public involvement program:

= INDOT Project Manager: Gary Pence, P.E., INDOT Central Office — Responsible for
approval of all outreach materials and activities and representing INDOT'’s interests in
the process.

= Consultant Project Manager: Steve Davidson, P.E., Parsons — Acts as liaison between
the project team and INDOT.

= Public Involvement: Dan Prevost, AICP, Parsons — Responsible for organizing outreach
activities, development of outreach materials, and ensuring any follow-up activities are
completed.

Depending on the content and attendees at specific activities, any of the above may serve as
the facilitator of project-related meetings with stakeholders.
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PROJECT MESSAGING

It is critical that the project present a clear and consistent message. Key messages set the tone
for a project and when used regularly foster an understanding and awareness of the project.
The overall message that we want to communicate for this project is:

The purpose of the project is to reduce traffic congestion, improve safety,
facilitate access, ensure consistency with regional transportation plans, and
enhance national security objectives.

Where appropriate, this message will be included in project documents (reports, letters,
announcements, etc.).

With numerous projects underway in the region it is important to make clear which project is
being discussed and who the project sponsor is. To facilitate this, all project documents will
reference:

= The project name: US 50-North Vernon Bypass Project;
= The project sponsor: Indiana Department of Transportation; and

*= The primary point of contact is: Gary Pence, P.E.

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT GOALS
The goals of the public involvement program are:

= |Inform stakeholders and the general public of the need for the project and project
progress.

= Establishing and maintaining an open and ongoing dialogue between INDOT and project
stakeholders.

= Reaching consensus on a preferred alternative that will move the project toward
implementation.

STAKEHOLDERS

For a project to move forward to implementation, it is critical to appropriately involve all project
stakeholders. This includes people and businesses in the community that may be affected by
the project, individuals and organizations that shape public opinion, and those whose support is
needed for implementation. Appendix A includes a list of representatives from government,
interest groups, and the local community that have been identified to date. It is intended to be
dynamic, with new groups or individuals added as they are identified as stakeholders. It is also
important to note that not all stakeholders will be involved at every step in the process; prior to
each outreach activity consideration will be given to the appropriate stakeholders to include.

Mailing List

Parsons will develop and maintain a comprehensive project mailing list for use throughout the
project. Initially, the project mailing list will include agencies, organizations and individuals that
the project team identifies as stakeholders in the project. Throughout the project, as additional
stakeholders are identified, the list will be updated.

Inclusion of Under-Served Individuals and Communities

As described in its Public Involvement Manual, “INDOT believes that an effective public
involvement process should actively seek out and engage those individuals who may otherwise
be under-served in transportation planning, programming, and [the] project development
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process.” Federal law, including Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Federal Highway
Act of 1973, and the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, prohibits discrimination on the basis of
race, color, national origin, gender, and age. Further, Executive Order 12898, titled “Federal
Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority Populations and Low-Income Populations,”
obligate Federal actions (those receiving federal funding) to avoid or minimize and mitigate
adverse impacts to low-income and minority populations and to assure that disproportionately
high and adverse impacts on these populations are identified and addressed.

In accordance with these regulations, INDOT policy requires that environmental justice (EJ)
populations be identified and provided an opportunity for meaningful participation in the process.
EJ populations will be identified through a review of US Census data available for the area and
coordination with Jackson and Jennings County. If any relevant populations are identified, a
strategy for involving them in the project will be developed. At a minimum, individuals and any
organizations serving these populations will be added to the project mailing list and informed of
relevant public involvement activities and project milestones.

PUBLIC OUTREACH PROGRAM ELEMENTS — PROJECT INITIATION

The following activities are intended to make key stakeholders — including adjacent property
owners and key agencies — aware of the project, notify them that project team will be gathering
data in the project area, to initiate coordination, and identify issues early.

Notice of Survey

INDOT'’s Procedural Manual for Preparing Environmental Documents (2008 Version) requires
that a letter be sent to individual property owners to notify them when INDOT personnel (or
consultants acting on behalf of INDOT) will be present on their property to gather data that is
needed for environmental or engineering analysis. A notice of survey for this project was sent
to all owners of property located within or adjacent to the study corridor on September 3, 2010.

A sample of the Notice of Survey and recipient list is included in Appendix B.
Early Coordination Letter

To ensure appropriate consideration for social, economic, and environmental resources during
the review process, to be conducted in accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act
of 1969 (NEPA), agencies with special expertise or jurisdiction by law will be included in the
process. This resource agency involvement begins early in the study to identify important
issues related to the proposed action and continues throughout the study to ensure that projects
balance the need for transportation improvements with protection of the physical and natural
environment in which they are proposed. An Early Coordination Packet will be submitted to
various Federal, State, and local agencies and organizations, notifying them of the initiation of
the project, providing a description of the proposed improvements, and inviting them to provide
input to the study.

Follow-up coordination will be conducted with agencies and organizations based on responses
received from this initial effort and the findings of the environmental studies.
PUBLIC OUTREACH PROGRAM ELEMENTS — CONTINUING ACTIVITIES

It is important to keep interested stakeholders up-to-date on project activities, decisions, and
milestones. The activities below are not associated with any single step in the project process.
Rather they will be utilized throughout the project, whenever the project team feels appropriate.
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Project Website

The INDOT website (http://www.in.gov/indot/div/projects/us50/northvernon/) will serve as a
project repository and supplemental location for project-related announcements (e.g., public
meeting notices). All project deliverables (e.g., EA, FONSI etc.) will be provided to INDOT in a
web-friendly format for publication on their website.

News Releases

Local media outlets will be added to the project mailing list for notification of appropriate project
activities and milestones. INDOT will be responsible for responding to any media inquiries; the
project team will provide support for that response as requested. INDOT will also handle all
media requests and contact.

Community Advisory Committee (CAC)

The CAC provides a method to effectively distribute project information to the public. INDOT will
re-establish the CAC and review its membership to determine if the same members should be
carried forward into the design phase.

PUBLIC OUTREACH PROGRAM ELEMENTS — PUBLIC MEETINGS

A series of public meetings will be used over the course of the project to gather input from the
full range of project stakeholders. Typically on projects of this type and magnitude, the open
house format is most effective, as it provides the public flexibility on time and provides for one-
on-one discussion between stakeholders and the project team. It is currently anticipated that
two public meetings will be held during the environmental/preliminary engineering phase of the
project.

Public meetings will be advertised on the project's website and in local media outlets and
notices will be sent to all members of the project mailing list. As described above, effort will be
made to encourage the participation of any identified EJ populations. As appropriate, meeting
notices will be placed in neighborhood and/or non-English publications, foreign language
materials and translators will be provided, and, to the extent possible, meeting locations will be
transit accessible.

To ensure compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), all public meetings will be
held in places that are accessible to individuals in wheelchairs and meeting notices will include
a contact person for requests for accommodation for hearing or sight-impaired individuals (e.g.,
sign language interpreter, telecommunications device for the deaf, etc.).

Preferred Alternative Meeting

Once a preferred alternative has been identified and a draft Categorical Exclusion document
prepared, the project team will host another public open house, similar in format to the Scoping
Meeting described above. The purpose of this meeting will be to gather input on the preferred
alternative and ensure that the impact assessment is comprehensive.
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Small Group Meetings

As directed by INDOT, it may be appropriate for the project team to host smaller meetings with
targeted groups of stakeholders. It is also possible that members of the project team would be
invited to attend a regular meeting of a neighborhood or interest group to make a presentation
or answer questions about the project. The content, format, and attendance of all such
meetings will be determined in consultation with INDOT.

Public Hearing

The public hearing will be conducted in the manner required by INDOT. The meeting will
include a formal presentation of the EA information. Following the presentation, citizens will be
allowed to formally state their comments regarding the project one at a time. Citizens will also
have opportunities to submit written and audiotape comments.

The project team will prepare responses to all comments that were presented at the Public
Hearing or submitted during the EA comment period. These comments and corresponding
responses will be documented in the Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI).

SECTION 106 CONSULTING PARTY COORDINATION

The National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) requires that federal agencies take into account
the impact of federal undertakings upon historic properties, including buildings, structures, sites,
objects, and/or districts. Following completion of a survey of historic architectural and
archaeological properties in the area, the project team will distribute the results of that survey to
the Division of Historic Preservation and Archaeology (DHPA) of the Indiana Department of
National Resources (IDNR). DHPA serves as the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) for
the State of Indiana. The survey results will also be distributed along with an invitation to
participate in the process to potential Consulting Parties. Both SHPO and Consulting Parties
will have 30 days to review and comment on the survey results.

SHPO and Consulting Parties will again be consulted when the project team issues a finding
regarding the potential impact of the project on historic resources. Again, parties will have 30
days to review the findings. It is anticipated that this project will result in either a “No Historic
Properties Affected” or a “Finding of No Adverse Effect.” In either case, this will conclude
coordination under the Section 106 process.

NOISE STUDY INFORMATION MEETING

While significant noise impacts are not anticipated to result from the project, if impacts are
identified outreach will be conducted in accordance with the INDOT Traffic Noise Policy.
Property owners in areas where noise barriers are being considered will be contacted and given
an opportunity to provide input on their desire to have a barrier. Formal hearings and/or
information meetings will also be conducted to discuss the results of noise studies and solicit
input from the public on barriers that are likely to be included in the final design.

Gary Pence welcomed the group and initiated introductions. During introductions, the general consensus
was that the members favored a full bypass of North Vernon.

Project Team Presentation

Gary discussed the function of the Community Advisory Committee: to provide honest input to the project
team reflecting the opinions and concerns of each member’s constituency and to take the information
provided back to that constituency. The group is, however, advisory and is not a decision-making body.

Gary provided a brief history of the project and then introduced Dan Prevost who provided the rest of the
presentation (See Attachment 2).

Key points in the presentation include:
o The project has been divided into two primary elements:

Spot improvements to existing US 50 between US 31 and downtown North Vernon, and
A new roadway connecting US 50 near CR ### to SR 3, north of downtown.

e The purpose and need, originally developed for the full bypass, still justifies the project’s current

limits.

e INDOT plans to acquire right-of-way for a four lane road, only a two lane road is planned at this

time.

e Over 150 people attended a public meeting was held September 30, 2010; primary concerns were
right-of-way impacts, local road connections, and the removal of the eastern portion of the bypass.

o The design team has developed additional options for each segment (southern, middle, and
northern) of the new roadway.

e The impacts of the new roadway will be documented in an Environmental Assessment document to
be published this spring, followed by a public hearing.

Discussion

CAC members raised a number of questions and comments during the presentation; a summary is provided

below.

e Southern Alternatives

One comment received in favor of Alt. M1. This alternative appears to displace fewer
residents.

There was also a discussion on what will happen to the county roads that cross the bypass
(CR 150 N/W. O&M Ave. and CR 200N). The consensus was that these would be
overpasses. In order to keep connectivity, cul-de-sacs were discouraged. It was also noted
that CR 150 N/W. O&M Ave. has more traffic using it.

e Northern Alternatives

Gary Pence (INDOT) requested the CAC to develop a map showing the proposed economic
development in this area and determine which alternative works best with that
development.
Kathy Ertel prefers Alt. N1 from a development perspective. The goal should be to align
with CR 350 N somehow.
Patrick York prefers Alt. N1.
Michael Magner prefers Alt. N1 because it appears to affect fewer parcels.
Tony E. prefers Alt. N1 based on the economic development proposed east of SR 3 near CR
350 N.
Mayor Campbell prefers Alt. N1 because it appears to be in agreement with the City’s
comprehensive plan.
There was no support for Alt. N4. Therefore, Gary indicated that it would likely be removed
from further evaluation.

= Betsey Cull Drive may be closed. It belongs to the airport and could be used to

Comments

There is currently not a provision within this project for improvements to SR 3 and SR 7
from the proposed bypass location to downtown. The committee notes concern about this.
Kathy Eaton-McKalip, INDOT Seymour District, is aware of these concerns and is currently
looking into the issue. Gary Pence noted that this is a district issue and not part of the
current project.

Existing US 50 will remain as named at the conclusion of this project. If the full bypass is
constructed, the existing US 50 could be relinquished to the City or County and the bypass
would become the new US 50.

Utility Concerns. It was noted that there is a major water line south of CR 350 and there is a
high pressure gas line on the west side of SR 3 running parallel.

A concern was discussed about how the full bypass would handle the movement of
construction equipment from O’Mara’s which located northeast of the Lowe’s distribution
center.

A concern was discussed about the Wal-Mart Supercenter proposed at a location just south
of the Lowe’s distribution center. Another reason for the elimination for Alt. N4.

The Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT) will hold a public meeting on the U.S. 50 bypass
project on Tuesday, April 5, from 5 to 8 p.m. in the Pelkey Auditorium at Jennings County High
School.

The project, estimated at $50 million, involves a proposed new limited-access two-lane roadway
connecting U.S. 50 to SR 3 on the northwest side of North Vernon.

The purpose of the meeting is to inform the public on the progress made on the project to date and
allow an opportunity to ask questions and provide input. The meeting will be an open house format
allowing the community to view displays and talk with the project team about the project one-on-one.
At 6 p.m. a presentation will be given followed by a question-and-answer session.

INDOT officials and Parsons engineering firm planners are considering several variations in the new
road's route that would basically veer northeast from the current U.S. 50 near CR 450W and connect to
SR 3 near CR 350N.

The timetable calls for construction to begin as early as mid-2012.

Work on spot improvements on other portions of the exisiting U.S. 50 route between Seymour and CR
450W in Jennings County is scheduled to start later this year.

The contract has a completion date of Dec. 2.

At a later date the highway will be closed with detours for the bridge replacement. INDOT and the
contractor will notify the public two weeks in advance of the closure.

The Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT) will hold a public meeting on the U.S. 50 bypass
project on Tuesday, April 5, from 5 to 8 p.m. in the Pelkey Auditorium at Jennings County High
School.

The project, estimated at $50 million, involves a proposed new limited-access two-lane roadway
connecting U.S. 50 to SR 3 on the northwest side of North Vernon.

The purpose of the meeting is to inform the public on the progress made on the project to date and
allow an opportunity to ask questions and provide input. The meeting will be an open house format
allowing the community to view displays and talk with the project team about the project one-on-one.
At 6 p.m. a presentation will be given followed by a question-and-answer session.

INDOT officials and Parsons engineering firm planners are considering several variations in the new
road's route that would basically veer northeast from the current U.S. 50 near CR 450W and connect to
SR 3 near CR 350N.
