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U.S. 50 NORTH VERNON – NOTICE OF PUBLIC MEETING 
The Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT) will host a public information meeting regarding proposed intersection improvement projects on U.S. 50 in the City of North Vernon, Jennings County. On a project by project basis, INDOT considers the use of roundabouts in replacing traditional four-way traffic stops and signals to reduce accidents, traffic delays, fuel consumption, air pollution and construction costs, while improving safety, increasing capacity and enhancing intersection aesthetics.
