Administrative Law Judge's 
Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and Order 

Comes now T. A. Shula, the Administrative Law Judge designated 
by the Board of Trustees of the Indiana State Teacher's Retirement 
Fund ("Board") in this proceeding, and hearing having been held on 
November 15, 1994, in the Board Room of the I.S.T.R.F., 150 West 
Market Street, Suite 300, Indianapolis, Indiana, 46204, now issues 
and files this Order. Notice is hereby given that any objection to 
the Administrative Law Judge's Order must be filed with the Board, 
identifying the basis of the objection with reasonable 
particularity, no later than eighteen days from the date of 
issuance of this Order unless such date is a Saturday, Sunday, or. 
legal holiday under state statute or a day that I.S.T.R.F. '.s 
offices are closed during regular business hours, in which case the 
deadline would be the first day thereafter that is not a Saturday, 
Sunday, or legal holiday under state statute or a day that the 
I.S.T.R.F. 's offices are closed during regular business hours. 
This Administrative Law Judge's Order is not the final Order of the 
Board in this proceeding. However, in the absence of any 
objection, the Board will either affirm the .Administrative Law 
Judge's Order as its final Order, or will serve notice of its 
intent to review any issue related to the Administrative Law 
Judge's Order. 

Findings of Fact 

1. That Petitioner, John Franklin, completed four ( 4) years 
of college prior to his entrance into military service. 

2. That Petitioner, John Franklin, left military service on 
September 4, 1953 (See Petitioner's Ex D or Respondent's 
Ex 1 c) • 

3. That Petitioner, John Franklin, did not return to a 
teaching position until a time greater than eighteen ( 18) 
months after his separation from military service. 



4. That Petitioner, John Franklin, was originally given two 
(2) years of service credit. 

5. That the. two ( 2) years service credit was later taken 
away. 

6. That Petitioner, John Franklin, retired expecting to 
receive the two (2) years of service credit. 

Conclusions of Law 

1. That since Petitioner did not return to active teaching 
service within eighteen (18) months of leaving military 
service, he cannot qualify for service credit under this 
provision of the law. 

2. Petitioner has provided no other statutory or regulatory 
exception under which the two (2) years of service might 
be granted. 

3. Pension rights do not vest until the time of retirement. 

4. Petitioner, John Franklin, has failed to meet his burden 
of proof. 

ORDER 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED .AND DECREED, that the 
Petitioner's ·request that he be granted a two ( 2) year service 
credit is denied.
