SEARCH WARRANT AFFIDAVIT

I, ______________________________, being first duly sworn upon my oath, state as follows:


I am a police officer with the 



 Police Department. I have been a police officer in 

 County since 

.  I am a “law enforcement officer” as that term is defined in I.C. 35-31.5-2-185.

I am currently assigned as a Detective to the 


 unit of the police agency and have been so assigned since year.  In connection with my official duties, I am involved in investigations relating to violations of the Indiana controlled substances laws.


I have received training relating to enforcement of the Indiana controlled substances laws, including the following:

1.
My initial training at the which academy in year.  I have satisfied the minimum basic training requirements established by rules adopted by the law enforcement training board under I.C. 5-2-1-9 and described in I.C. 35-37-4-5.

2. Basic Detective School, through the Indianapolis Police Department;

3. Undercover Detective School, through the Indianapolis Police Department.  During the last two years, I have been an instructor at the Undercover Detective School;

4. Yearly in-service training.

            Based upon my training and experience, I am familiar with the methods employed by individuals engaged in the trafficking of controlled substances, including the following:

1.
Individuals involved in the trafficking of controlled substances often use residences or other buildings or structures where they do not generally reside to conduct controlled substances transactions, to prepare and store controlled substances prior to delivery or to use controlled substances.  These residences or other buildings are sometimes referred to as “stash houses.”

2.
Individuals involved in the trafficking of controlled substances often work in concert with other individuals in the course and conduct of the illegal enterprise.  Sometimes, the individuals acting in concert divide the tasks associated with the preparation, packaging and sale of controlled substances.  For example, one individual might be in possession of the controlled substances, and another individual in possession of the cash proceeds of sales of the controlled substances, while yet another individual acts as a “lookout.”

3.
At any residence, building or structure where controlled substances are being sold, there will often be present at that location items used for processing, diluting, weighing, packaging and distributing controlled substances, such as scales, funnels, sifters, grinders, glass panes and mirrors, razor blades, plastic bags, baking soda, microwave ovens, Pyrex containers and items to dilute the purity of the controlled substance, such as inositol, dorman, quinine and mannite.
4.
Individuals involved in the trafficking of controlled substances generally conduct controlled substances transactions using United States currency and such individuals often maintain substantial sums of United States currency either on their person or stored at some other location.

5.
Individuals involved in the trafficking of controlled substances generally attempt to conceal any paper trail of financial transactions of the illegal enterprise through the extensive use of currency and through the use of money orders, prepaid gift cards, debit cards and credit cards and by placing assets in false names or in the names of relatives, friends and associates.
6.
Individuals involved in the trafficking of controlled substances sometimes use video surveillance equipment to observe, from inside a residence, building or other structure, anyone who might attempt to approach such residence, building or other structure.
7.
Individuals involved in the trafficking of controlled substances sometimes travel outside of Marion County and/or outside of the State of Indiana in furtherance of their illegal enterprise, to obtain controlled substances, to pay for controlled substances, or to transport or spend the proceeds of the sales of controlled substances.


The information that is set forth below in this Search Warrant Affidavit is either information known personally to me, information that I obtained from other law enforcement sources, information obtained from public records, or information from a source otherwise identified in this Search Warrant Affidavit.

THE INVESTIGATION

Within the past seventy-two (72) hours, your affiant used a confidential informant to make a controlled purchase of cocaine from the target of this investigation.  The informant is credible and reliable in that he/she has provided information on at least three prior investigations that resulted in the arrest and conviction of individuals for violations of controlled substances laws.  The informant is confidential in that providing his/her identity would compromise the safety of that individual.  The confidential informant used during this investigation learned that an individual traveled to Indianapolis from another state to deliver cocaine.  
Prior to the controlled buy, this Affiant met with the confidential informant, conducted a search of the person for contraband, weapons and personal money and found none.  The vehicle was also searched with negative results.  The informant was provided with an audio recording and transmitting device, which allows law enforcement to hear the conversation in real time.  Buy money, previously photocopied to document the serial numbers, was provided to the informant.  The informant placed a recorded phone call to the target of the investigation to agree on a meet location.  The confidential informant was then followed to the meet location by law enforcement, where officers observed the informant meet with a Hispanic male driving a red Ford Focus, Kansas plate 568GLW.  Officers observed the informant and the Hispanic male meet in the red Ford Focus for less than two minutes.  The informant then exited the Ford Focus and re-entered the informant’s vehicle and drove away from the location.  

Law enforcement followed the informant back to the pre-determined post-buy meet location where he/she surrendered a quantity of cocaine to this Affiant.  The informant and the informant’s vehicle were searched for personal money, additional contraband, and weapons with negative results.  The informant told this Affiant that he/she arrived at the meet location and observed the target in the red Ford Focus.  Upon entering the Focus, the informant exchanged the buy money for a quantity of cocaine with the driver of the Focus, the sole occupant of the vehicle.  They discussed a second purchase of cocaine on a future date and the target of the investigation told the informant that he came to Indianapolis with a kilo of cocaine for sale and still had over half of the kilo remaining to sell.  This conversation was recorded and confirmed by this Affiant during the transaction.
Additional surveillance units followed the target of the investigation from the deal location to the La Quinta Inn located at address, city, county, state.  Officers observed the target walk into the side door of the hotel on the south side of the building, using a key to enter the building.  The license plate of the vehicle was verified with control who advised the plate was registered to a 
name of target, at   address, Dodge City, Kansas.  A photograph of 
  name of target was obtained from Kansas BMV and confirmed to be the individual who met with the informant and conducted the sale of cocaine.
Officers went inside of La Quinta Inn located at 
address, city, county, state and spoke to the front desk clerk.  Detective 

 was given the guest registry book and observed that 
target name was registered in room 214 and had been staying at the hotel for the past week and was registered for another week.  Additionally, the officer confirmed that room 214 is located on the south side of the building and would be accessible using the door the target had been observed entering following the transaction.

Within seventy-two hours of today’s date and time, the same informant placed a recorded phone call to the target of this investigation using the same number previously dialed and spoke with the target who confirmed that he still had approximately a half kilo available for sale and could meet with the informant at any time.

This Affiant knows, based on my training and experience, individuals will bring controlled substances into another city for sale, will stay at hotels or motels while they sell the product and/or transport it to another person for distribution within the city, and then will return to their home cities and states with the proceeds.  While in town for this illegal purpose, they will often keep the product and proceeds with them in their hotel/motel rooms to have ready access to the product for sale and because they are in an unfamiliar location with few contacts they would trust with large quantities of product and money.  

Based upon this information, this Affiant has good cause to believe that cocaine is being kept and stored in Room 214 at La Quinta Inn located at ADDRESS, with target name, who is registered to that room, and wish to do a sniff of the front door of the room with a certified narcotics detector canine and narcotics detector canine trainer/handler.  Said sniff would be conducted by CANINE HANDLER NAME/POLICE AGENCY and narcotics canine K9 NAME.  

CANINE HANDLER NAME has been employed by the DEPARTMENT for NUMBER years.  He is currently assigned as a Narcotic Detector Canine Trainer/Handler.  K9 K9 NAME was first trained as a Narcotic Detection Canine in 2007.   K9 K9 NAME has been certified as a Narcotic Detection Canine, and has been trained and certified in the detection, by odor, of controlled substances including marijuana, cocaine, crack cocaine, heroin, and methamphetamine.  In addition, CANINE HANDLER NAME and K9 K9 NAME are certified annually by the Indiana State Police as a Narcotic Detection Canine Team, being last certified in September 2014.  
REQUEST FOR SEARCH WARRANT


Based upon the facts and circumstances set forth above, I hereby request that the Court issue a search warrant, authorizing law enforcement officers to sniff the main entrance of Room 214 located at La Quinta Inn ADDRESS, CITY, 

 County, Indiana. Said sniff shall be done with a certified narcotics detector canine and narcotics detector canine trainer/handler.  The location is more particularly described as follows:

DESCRIPTION OF HOUSE/ROOM/BUILDING

As described above, I hereby request that the Court issue a search warrant, authorizing law enforcement officers to physically enter onto to the property described above with a canine and to conduct a canine sniff of the following:

1.
The main entrance to Room 214.
