Assistant Executive Director Board Report
IPDC Board Retreat, September 10, 2022

Since the beginning of the year, IPDC has provided 47 live training events, in-person and virtual
webinar formats, as compared to 32 last year at this time. A total of 200.3 hours of CLE eligible
training have been offered resulting in a total of 9,064.4 CLE hours reported to the Attorney
Continuing Education (ACE) Commission, which is an increase from the 7,793 hours reported
last year. The table below provides additional information regarding all training provided or
planned in 2022,

Westlaw: Westlaw Edge is a popular product. To date, has IPDC sold 452 subscriptions to Westlaw.
Our annual fee to Thomson Reuters will for 2022 will be $117,887.64. Based on a fee of $360 per year,
we can expect a revenue for Westlaw access of $44,832.36. Our current contract with Thompson
Reuters (Westlaw) is for 500 subscriptions accounts. By way of comparison, the table below shows the
total number of Lexis subscriptions purchased by members since between 2018 and September of 2021.

V. Annual Update Training & Fees associated with training

This year’s Annual Update Event was held as a hybrid event. 125 attorneys participated in-
person while 232 attorneys appeared virtually. Initially, 189 attorneys registered for the in-
person option and 277 registered for the virtual option. From the time of registration until the
day of the event, there was a 34% drop in the expected in-person attendance and 16% drop in the
virtual attendance. Many attorneys contacted the council to move from the in-person to virtual
option; however, those requests came in too late to modify the contract with the event vendor in
any significant manner.

The Council based its contract with the Event Vendor on the in-person registration numbers.
That number influences the size of the room needed, the number of event staff who needed to be
present and the amount to food purchased for the event, including coffee and snacks. AV costs
were not influenced significantly by the amount of in-person attendance. Below is a map and a
table showing the number of attendees (by county) who attended in-person. This information
may be useful when considering planning for future Annual Update Events.

Virtual training events have become more common place with professionals and the trend
appears to be a preference to receiving training as a hybrid with some participating in-person and
others virtually. Anticipating this preference, the Supreme Court recently amended Rules 28
and 29 of the Rules for Admission to the Bar and the Discipline of Attorneys and removed the
cap of credits one can earn via interactive distance education.

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Since offering virtual training, the Council has offered almost all such training at no charge to
members. The result is that we often have skewed expectations for attendance as many people
enroll but ultimately do not attend, the Annual Update being a good example. With respect to
live trainings, the board has established and modified a fee scale several times. The result is that
determining a fee based on a members’ membership type (i.e. new lawyer, private member,
private non-member, PD) is difficult to monitor and impose using our current event registration
system. We recommend establishing a flat nominal fee determined by staff that may be
modified when needed. There will be times in which we determine that a fee is not needed based
on the topic of the training. For example, there may be an important development in caselaw
that necessitates a training on the development and strategies to address the development. These
trainings would be offered at no costs to members.
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
