Called to Order by David St. John, chair, at 5 p.m.
Update on College/Career Diplomas — Jan Bergeson reported that discussions in MCCSC have been taking place to consider the proposal at the state level to develop a new college/career diploma. She reviewed the current Core 40 requirements. Then she shared some ideas for the proposed college/career diploma generated in a meeting of MCCSC educators.
· They stress the importance of maintaining the rigor of the Core 40 Diploma in a new diploma.
· They want to incorporate CTE pathways and be flexible enough to adapt some of the core academic courses to make them relevant to CTE.
· They propose moving toward a single diploma and have the honors recognition be based solely on GPA. This assumes that AP, dual credit and honors-level courses would be given bonus values for a GPA based on a 4-point scale.
There was much discussion based on questions about the flexibility of the requirements, concerns about tracking and hope about intentional career exploration and guidance being in the design, among other issues.
CTE Awareness Grant Update —Amy Morwick reported that work has begun to lay the groundwork for the implementation of the CTE Awareness Grant.

Discussion: Region 8 CTE Website — Jason Barrett described the conceptual design for the statewide CTE/Career Council website and ways that information for each regional Works Council might be designed to meet the specific their local needs. There will be some standardized information for all regions, but each regional Works Council will be able to adapt it for the particular projects and information they want people in their counties to access.

There was much discussion and brainstorming for further development of the website. Some of the content for the Region 8 Works Council page will be used for a demonstration of the website at the July 8 EWIN Strategic Alignment Conference.
