SUBJECT:           Addition of Yogurt to Indiana WIC Program Food Packages 
As part of the Final Food Rule enacted in 2014, the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) granted States the authority to add yogurt to WIC food packages for women and children as a partial milk substitute.  Indiana exercised this authority beginning May 1, 2015, which was the earliest implementation date allowed by USDA.
The revised Medical Documentation forms required for participants to receive a milk substitute are attached. These forms reflect the addition of yogurt in the “Allowed WIC foods” section.  The remainder of the form is unchanged from the version distributed in September 2014.
