· The value of preparation for each individual

· How widespread and the amount of impact a pandemic flu pandemic would have.

· We need a larger group of staff working on a plan for each department head.

· Need for home preparedness

· Cascading events of pandemic as they relate to colleges, university staff, students, grades, pay, and sick leave.

· Being aware of the severity of the situation and the current status

I feel I need to know more about:

· How we as a community could conceivably continue operations during a long term, sustained pandemic.

· What is the chain of command for decision making and how will it be communicated and enforced

· When will others be brought into the game, and what will they need to do, and by what timeline

· Declaration procedures and scenarios.  Who’s making the calls?

· Need to know more about the Purdue plan and crisis team

· The plan for how the health organizations, government will approach the outbreak,  Is it to contain or slow down the speed or isolate and quarantine

· Know the facts, be educated and have a plan

· Education and planning, including unforeseen consequences.

· Planning is absolutely necessary for preparation for a flu pandemic. It is better to prepare and not need it, than to be unprepared when we should have been.

· Need to prioritize services and provide lines of succession

· Be prepared- Educate everyone and help them to prepare and eliminate fear- staff, families, and students
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
